The maritime commission will
open bids on the vessel in Wash-

ington, D. C, Dec. 8.
The 410-fo- ship, formerly

the Normacrey, was converted to
fishing by the Reconstruction
Finance Corporation in 1946 at
a cost of $4,000,000. It quickly
became the center of a contro-
versy.

Assigned to the Pacific Ex-

ploration company, owned by
Nick Bez, the northwest's larg-
est fishing operator,' the ship
sailed in 1947 for Central Amer-

ica, ostensibly for fisheries

California tuna fishers pro-
