Britain is arranging to be kept
informed of the Paris talks
which begin next week among
western Germany, France, Bel-
gium, Italy, Luxembourg and
The Netherlands. However, the
labor party statement flashed a
caution light on further pro
grams for European political or
economic union. It stressed that
European unity was not an "ov
erriding end in itself" and that
national sovereignty and Bri
tain's obligations to her com
monwealth must come first.
No British Plan

Foreign office spokesmen have
said Britain is preparing a plan
of her own, but Attlee told par
liament "there is no question of
putting forward any alternative
British proposal at the present
time."

This is the nub of the British
objections commitment in ad
vance to the plan. The fact that
the French announced the plan
only a few hours after showing
Britain its outline caused some
London misgivings.

Though not an official gov-
ernment declaration, the party
statement was seen as an answer
to critics that Britain is imped-
ing the progress of European re-

covery by a "go-slo- attitude
toward European unity propos-
als.

The statement, Issued by the
party's national executive com-
mittee, made plain that the so-
cialist governors fear mergers
with Europe may jeopardize
their welfare state program of
full employment and mounting
production through government
planning.

It expressed the party's tradi-
tional distrust of capitalistic free
enterprise.

"Will the Southern Pacific
continue to work toward a solu
tion, or will it wait for the city
to suggest something?" Alderman
James H. Nicholson asked.

We have exhausted all our
ideas," Hopkins said.

Alderman Albert H. Gille re
called that when Governor Mc
Kay was mayor of Salem he had
said something should be done
to relieve the city from the four
rail lines that surround the city
center.

We have been talking about
It ever since," Gille said. "Not
only do we have that, but the
center of the city is a maize of
switch tracks that slow traffic
and endanger lives. To diesel- -
lze the line is no solution at all.

A letter from the state capitol
planning commission, opposing
extension of the franchise, was
read.

Alderman David O'Hara de
clared "there is no foundation
in fact for such a letter."

It isn't the only recommen
dation the capitol planning com-
mission has made that has no
foundation in fact," added Mayor
Elfstrom.

Gille also commented that
there was discrimination against
other utilities doing business in
the city in that they pay a gross
earnings tax of 3 per cent while
the Southern Pacific pays noth-
ing for its franchise.
