Washington, Nov. 13 ¥F—
Senator Taft (R., Ohio) sald to-
day that lack of public confi-
dence in President Truman's
forcign poliey helped republi-
cans in last Tuesday's congres-
sional eclections

Taft told more than 125 re-
poriers at a news conference
that the major problems of the
next congress will be to declde
how big a military program is
needed for the couniry, “where
we will get the money and how
we shall prevent inflation."

Calling for a congressional re-
view of proposed military aid to
western Europe, the Ohio sena-
lor sald he believes such aid
must be given but wanits con-
gress to assess the situntion be-
fore it acts,

The senntor, who classes him-
self ag available—bul not a can-
didate—for the 1052 republican
presidentinl nomination, return-
ed from his own victory at the
polls amid signs that some GOP
reorganization may be in order.

He is expected to confer with
parly leaders during a briefl stay

A visit to her sister was the
reason for Mrs Elfstrom’s alr
flight to Ethiopia. Life in that
couniry is erude and the natives
have little knowledge of the bal-
ance of the world, said the
speaker. There are no water sys-
tems, no sewage disposal plants
and no “Chie Sales.”"” The latter
fact doesn't inhibit the natives
and the visitor soon becomes
accustomed to the strange occur-
rences.

To the forelgners who are

i {living in Ethiopla the visit of an

oulsider is a high light In their
lives, They are cut off almost
entirely from the outside waorld,
since there are no nNewspapers,
little or no radlo communica-
tion and the magazines are old
when received.
