Truman said, "that we are faced
with an unmoral force which
does not keep its agreements,
which does not believe in the
things for which this government
stands and for which the other
free governments of the world
do stand."

With Mr. Truman at the break-
fast were almost all his cabinet
officers, justices of the supreme
court and congressional leaders.

Members of the house tax com
mittee estimated that the state
could weather the first year of
the biennium by applying corpo-
rate and personal income tax
revenues together with all mis
cellaneous receipts, estimated in
all at $66,800,000 to meet the
first year's share of the budget.
Unless this budget is reduced by
the ways and means committee,
$86,000,000 would be required in
the first year.

Deducting the estimated sur
plus in t h e property reduction
fund of $31,800,000 the state
would wind up its first year with
a balance of $11,700,000 .

The total requirements for the
second year of the biennium are
estimated at $93,000,000 duo to
an expected increase in the ba-

sic school distribution due to ad-

ditional school enrollment.
The state will have an esti-

mated revenue from all sources
of $63,000,000 in the second year
to which the $11,700,000 balance
will be added, leaving a deficit
of $18,400,000.

There are several sources of
additional revenue that may be
used to reduce this estimated
deficit, including $4,000,000 to be
saved through an error In the
estimated school census reducing
tho number of school children
from 396,000 to approximately
360,000 for the next school year.
A proposed cigarette tax would
yield approximately 515,000,000
to meet bonus payments.

The committee also expects to
pick up $2,500,000 from t h e
World War II veterans fund, in
which there is a present surplus
of more than $7,000,000. Also
a saving in the first year of bon
us payment estimated at $1,500,- -
000 is believed possible by com
mittee members.

Rep. Rudie Wclhelm, chairman
oMhe house tax committee and
also a member of the ways and
means committee expects the lat-

ter committee to make drastic
slashes in the budgets of the wel-
fare department and the board
of higher education which will
further reduce the amount of
money that must bo raised by
state property tax.

Attention was called by Wil-hel-

and others on tho commit-
tee . that the voters had been
warned repeatedly before the
last election that adoption of the
revenue measures on the Novem-
ber ballot would result in state
property taxes.
