Blazes Curbed

In Linn County
Lebanon Spokesmen for the

Linn County Fire Patrol asso-

ciation at Sweet Home, said
Monday that their protective
area has only one fire at pres-
ent, and that under control.

A 10 to 15 acre blaze broke
out Friday night on the Gilbert-Eato- n

logging land in the upper
Calapooia Within a few hours
it had been brought under con-

trol by crews of fire patrol em-

ployes from Santiam Lumber
company, Cascades Plywood
and Gilbert-Eato- n Logging com-

pany.
The Linn County Fire Patrol

had a pumper and eight men on
the scene, Santiam Lumber had
three pumpers, and Gilbert-
Eaton placed two more at the
blaze.

The fire reportedly started
from a cigarette or power saw.
It is burning principally in cut-ov-

and slash areas, and if con-

trol can be maintained, it will
do little harm.

So far in 1951 there have
been 40 fires in the area pro-
tected by the Linn patrol. Eight
have covered a scope of over
eight acres, the largest being
a - blaze three months ago on
Green mountain south of Foster.
Eleven other fires ranged 'in
size from a quarter acre to 10

tempted an ambush on a Turk
ish patrol.

The Turks with 35 infantry
men and four tanks had started
out to take a lightly held hill
too Dositlon for use as an artil
lery observation post. The patrol
went through the barbed wire
forded a stream and crossed s

road parallelling the river to
approach the base .of the hill

Meanwhile, the communists
had overnight moved a strong
force into the apple orchard in
the flatland to the right of the
base of the hill and hidden their
riflemen in the trees.- -

When the Chinese on the hill
top opened their expected de-

fensive fire, the Chinese in the
apple trees surprised the Turks
with a blast of automatic rifle- -

fire from the flank.
"The Chinese were firing at

us with one hand and eating
apples with the other," Lt. Wlad-

imir, of Istanbul, told me. "Our
men assumed that either the
Chinese were half starved or
else the apples were so good we
ought to have them, so we called
for more tanks to reduce the
hilltop position and we fixed
bayonets and entered the apple
orchard on foot."

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New Disease

Hits Lane Beans
Eugene, Aug. 21 UP) A virus

disease, its cause unknown, has
seriously cut green bean yields
in Lane county, for the second
straight year.

Losses are estimated by grow
ers in the hundreds of thousands
of dollars.

The disease preys only on
new hybrid bean FM65S
which growers have been trying
to raise because it matures early
and has superior canning quali
ties.

Growers in other parts of Ore
gon and Washington who have
planted the FM65S have had no
trouble. Only in Lane county
is the puzzling disease a serious
problem.

Two Oregon State college sci
entists, Frank P. McWhorter and
William A. Frazier, are attempt
ing to trace the disease s cause.
They believe it is common bean
mosaic and that it is spread
from plant to plant by aphids,

How the disease got started
here is still a mystery.

.The original seed came from
the Ferry Morse Seed company
in California. The two scientists
say that common bean mosaic is
usually seed borne.

Most of the farmers who
planted FM65S here also are
growing regular Blue Lake
beans. Crop prospects for the
Blue Lakes are good, and they
hope to make up part of their
losses.
