Uniformity in
Bail Sought

A new bail schedule proposed
in a pamphlet by the League of

The whole thing, he said, iz
designed to make uniformity
throughout the state and just
what bail a person would have
to post on the same charge. Not
all cities have the same ordi-
nances and there would still be
variations in that respucf.l

American Foresfs in
Bad Condition

Washington, Jan. 21 WR—The
nation's forest respurces are in
an  “unhealthy condition” be-
cause of abuse by man, the chief
of the agriculture department's
forest service sald today.

In his annual report, Lyle F.
Watls sald that more than half
of the nation’s 460,000,000 acres
of comemrcial forest lands is be-
ing handled “poorly or destruc-
tively." The result, he sald, is
“Your supply of good quality,
readily accessible, merchantible
standing tlmber s getting
scarce.”

He noted that there are al.
ready shortages of certain kinds
of forest products. Furthermore,
he said, lumber prices have in-
creased 1o about three times
what they were 10 years ago—a
much fasier price rise than for
