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PRIVATE SCHOOLS AND DEMOCRACY

At the recent eanventionu of the American Association
of School Administrators held at Boston, President Con-
ant of Harvard, a private institution, is gquoted as attack-
ing private and parochial schools as “harmful to our de-
maoceracy.” and referred to the “American principle of a
eingle school system for all”

Along similar lines were the addresses of other educa-
tors. The president of the association called s dual sys.
tem of public and private schools “divisive.” Dr. Worth
MeClure, executive secréinry, feared the destruction of
“the unity now found In our democracy” by private
schonls,

Dr. Edgar Fuller of Washington, D.C., a nationally
known educator, went so far ns to lay to private educa-
tion & segregation based on “fundamental beliefs,” which
he called more damaging than the forced racial segrega-
tion as found in the south, Yel the rights to fundamental
beliefs are hasic 1o our national life and brought our
forefathers here to find freedom and preserve their “fun-
damental beliefs," and the idea that all children should he
brought up and educated alike prevails only in communist
Russia, where tryanny destroys freedom in a single publie
schonl system for all, .

Americans have always stood for education for all,
regardless of economic status, Parents send their chil-
dren to schools for education and many have found a
gounder education is often provided by the private schools
even though more costly, This is proven by the records
of the universities of new students, Public school gradu-
ates are found often deficiently grounded in essentials,
especindly the preliminuary three Rs. They half learn
substandurd subject matier and grow up ignorant by old
standards,

It is the duty of all parents to provide the hest possible
etdueation for children, wherever found, which will de-
velop the individual's capacity and inherent abilities fully
and teach him to reason and think, not on the cult of level-
ling all to medioerity.

Private education pioneered in the past and still pio-
neerd and has a bright fulure for the great universities
with thousands of students ennnol be as efficienl as the
emaller ones, if well managed. There will always be
room and necessity for the private school and college,

Private schools were all that we had in the U.S. until
well along in the 19th century and the exclusive source of
learning and the religion they taught a stabilizing in-
fluence ns it still is, Moreover, the cost of public schobls
has become the largest item of local taxation and if all
private schools were closed and their pupils sent to public
fehnols it would immensely Inerease taxation already bur-
densome,

Many of these educators favor federal ald for schools,
which would eventually mean government dictation of
educntion and standardization along politieal linea and
theories and the eventual demorulization, aystemitation
and regimontation of the schooly for theories of the
politicians in power—which at the present time tend to
socialism instend of democracy, And the nazi and fascist
schools ag well as the communist schools have proven it
would be fatal to s real education,

The private and parochinl schools and colleges have n
useful service to perform and have usunlly performed it
well,  While these eduecators favoring their destruction
Tondly shout for “seademic freedom,” even to shield sub-
versives, nnd balk on loyally onths, they seem to be do-
ing their best to destroy it by curtafling inherent individ-
unl rights of parenta over their children.

ARMY TRYING OUT THE MULE

The army is reported to be conducting tests at Fort
Benning, Ga,, to prove that the army mule is still as use-
ful in some phases of military tactics as jet hombers and
bullet-proof vests in others.

Army mules have been brought fo the huge teaining
ceriter from Camp Carson, Colo, where the army runs its
only two full sized animal units for transport. The pur-
pose is to determine just how much of an infantry's equip-
ment can be earried on the backs of mules,

Everything from typewriters {o mortars are being
Jonded on specially-designed saddles and hauled around
over thae Georgin countryside while observers keep enre-
ful eheck on the results.

A mule is eapable of carrying about 300 pounds on a
100-pound leather and iron saddle. One phase of the tests
i4 to determine if present standnrd pack accessories are
capable of packing the new infantry equipment,

The mule can go many places that even tho jeep can't,
fn mountains, through swamps, ete. It far outclasses the
horse, surer footed, is tougher, and enjoys comparative
fmmunity from disense,

While the mule, like the ass, is obsinate in disposition,
they display wonderful eagacity, They have been used in
military operations since recorded history began and may
find a new place in the mechanized warfare of today.

East Germany, the ey tion of
the Red army from East Ger-
many, even the return of Eust
Prussia to Germany all are in-
volved In the Kremlin's efforts
to block the new accord belween
France and Germany,

It's & race for unity by the al-
lies and a race against unity by
the Kremlin, with Moscow ready
to throw most of its most Im-
portant blue chips into the pot
to block the dreaded idea of
France and Germany defending
ench olher from the common
enemy with &8 common army.

Unfortunately, Moscow has
some potent allies—even includ-
ing a few in the United Stales.
Here is a roll-call of the people
and factors lined up with Mos-
cow to defeat the most impor-
tant step toward world peace In
80 vears:

Ally No. 1—Is corruption In
the USA. After World War 1 a
great leader, Woodrow Wilson,
got sick, and with him sickened
the world's aspirations for peace,
After World War II the admin-
Istration In Washington swal-
lowed too much corruption and
became sick. With that sickness
evaporated its prestige for lead-
ership, its abllity to influence
foreign polley, and itz power lo
obtain congressional appropria-
tions. Also mnother great man
got sick—Arthur Vandenberg of
Michigan, the republican who
had kept his party from kicking
foreign policy all over the po-
ltieal gridiron.

Mr, Truman, whose ideas on
fareign policy are excellent, may
never know how much he has
hurt his own great goals for
pence by fafling to clean up the
corruption in his administration,
and by letting public attention
focus on that corruption rather
than on waorld unity.

Ally No, 2—1s French fear and
apathy, Though he lives with a
potential enemy across the Hore
der and though his land has suf-
fered two devasiating invasions
in thee decades, \here 15 no man
more provinginl than the French-
man. And today, though most
Freneh leaders are for unity
with Germany, the man In the
sireel is skeptical. *“Do not arm
Germany  with anything more
than a wooden sword," he says.

The average Frenchman nof
only fears Germany bul he Is
apathetic about the whole busi-
ness of peace. He is like many
Amerleans today—tired of pay-
ing high taxes, against peacetime
military conacription, oppnsed {a
having Amerlean or any foreign
troops on French soil.

Ally No. 3—In the German sn-
clalists. They are deadly opposed
to German rearmament of any
kind; in fact, German vouth have
lald down In the streets to dem-
onstrate against the proposed
German army. So far, Chancel-
lor Konrad Adenauer, who fa-
vors a European army, has the
majority of West Germany with
him, but his margin of votes is
dangerously slim,

Ally No, d—Is a religlous one.

It's the opposition of French so-
cialists to s West European

army, which they claim would
be an arm of the Catholie
chureh.

Fear Rome's Domination

Jules Moch, former French
minister of defense and leading
socialist, outlined this view re-
cently to the American officers
nt Shape. He pointed out that
Forelgn Minister Schuman and
Georges Bidault, the French nr-
chitects of the unified army,
were strong lenders of the Coth-
ollc party, that Adenauer was a
Ieader of the Catholic party In
Germany .that Premler Alelde
de Gasperl of Iinly was trained
in the Vatican, and that the lead-
ers of the Belgian government
are strang Catholles, Therefore,
the members of the French so-
cialist party, he snid, were op-
posed lo creating an army that
might be dominated by Rome,

The French socialists, Moch
sald, were counting on Protes-
tant England to counterbalance
this. but, with England out of
the Europesn army the socialist
party of France would vole “no"
when it eame {o ratifying the
army plan, While Moch's view
represents & minority, neverihe-
loss it in aigniticant—because the
French governmeni cannot get
parlinmentery approval of & unl-
fied army without the socialist
votes. Thus It may be that
France, which originally pro-
posed an army fighting under
one uniform, may be the country
finally to reject il. Thus also,
Eisenhower, who now faces the
first political battle of his earcer,
may be leaving just as the greal-
est nchievement of his career—
the peace and unity of Europe—
stands in need of greatest help,
