ord for the Marion county ahnw.
The previous high mark wai 09 5

bushels per acre grown last year
on irrigated land by Pat Johnion
of Jefferson. McCarthy won the
nonirriiated adult diviiion with a

yield of 88 A bushels per acre.
In his first year as a show con-

testant, McCarthy used hybrid
variety Oregon 35S planted 9.S

part in rows 38 inches 'apart
which gave a population of

plants per acre. It was Irri-

gated twice during the summer,
at maturity some plants were
measured at 12 feet high. Com-

mercial fertilizer application was
40 pounds of nitrogen, 40 pounds
of phosphorus and 8 pounds of

potassium per acre together with
fertilizer residue from a broc-

coli crop the year before. Moi-
sture content of the corn was 40 3

percent when picked but for the
contest yields, show officials cal-

culated moisture back to the 13

percent which is standard for
U.S. No. 2 corn.

Good Cora Year
This seems to be a good year

for high corn yields in the U.S.
A Mississippi f boy has' just
broken the world record by grow.
Ing 304 38 bushels of corn per

ere on an plot. His
corn was onlv 13 S3 percent mois-

ture when picked. The national
yield average is about 38 bushels

per acre, however In some states
yields average only 15 bushels.

Ronnie Larson, F.F.A. boy of
Hrrmiston, holds the record for

the state of Oregon with 204.3
bushels grown in 1953. In the
past six years, 26 Oregon farmers
have grown more than ISO bush- -
