edge of the river. When the river
floods, in late summer, the farm-
land is covered .with water. After
the river recedes late io the fall,
Nubians plant their crops and man-

age to grow enough food for a
bare subsistence.

Most of these people living along
the Nile will be moved down the
river to reclaimed land in the ir-

rigated area of Egypt within the
next four years to make room for
the reservoir.

Each family will receive from the
government a house, work animal,
aid enough land to support itself.
In the irrigated area, they will be
able to grow three to four crops a
year, in comparison with the one
meager crop they get at present.
