Mustery Friday still shrouded

Al the same time the last
chapter of Otl’s troubled life was
closed with private funeral serv-
lees al the Howell-Edwards Fu-
neral Home followed by ecrema-
tion, Only a sister from Eugene
was present,

Reconstruction of the manner
in which the ecscaped prisoner
met his death remained solely a
matter of conjecture for no evi-
donee has been Tound indicating
that anyone witnessed the drown-
ing.

Money In Wallet

The fact that Olt had approxi-
malely $15 in his wallet led Sher-
iff George Miller of Linn county
to diseount the theory that he
might have heen thrown into the
river by his companions, No
marks of violence were found\on
t4e hody by Coroner Leston How-
oll, and an autopsy establishod
the cause of ‘death'as drowning,
Identificalion  was made posi-
tively by & laltoo on an arm
and an ampulated thumh on the
right hand.

Food Decline
Turns Living
Costs Lower

WASHINGTON h — Consumer
prices dipped two-lenths. of one
per cent lost month from the all-
time high recorded in July, the
Labor Department’s Bureal of
Labor Statistics - reporied Friday,

Ewan Clague, BLS commission-
er, said a sharp seasonal drop in
{resh Tood prices caused the de-
cline. Other items in the indoex
generally rose.

Clague said an eXpecled rise in
meal, apparel, actomobile and
other prices may offset the stills
falling fresh food prices in the
September index, and added:

“The September index could
equal the all-time high."

The August consumer price In-
dex stood at 1168 per cent of the
194740 average and was aboul 2
per cent above a year ago chiefly
becatse of sleep rises in May,
June and July.

Despite the slight decline last
month, about 100,000 workers in
aiceralt faclories will ricelve a
two cenl orf three cent hourly
wage increase under sliding scale
conlracts which call for adjust-
ment of wages in line with three-
month flucluations: of the price in-
dex.
