WASHINGTON The Senate

Foreign Relations Committee to-

day made public a series of sug-

gestions it has received for for-

eign aid changes including
United Nations loans for Jordan
and Israel.

The suggestions were contained
in a report by Hamilton Fish Arm-

strong, editor of the magazine
Foreign Affairs, who conducted a

survey for the commit-
tee in Lebanon, Jordan and Iraq.
They included:

1, A U.N. loan to Israel,

Oil Firms to
Be Prosecuted

If in Collusion
WASHINGTON Ul Victor R.

Hansen, chief of the Justice De-

partment's antitrust division,
promised senators Wednesday
that major oil companies will be
prosecuted if the recent rise in
oil and gasoline prices resulted
from collusion or other violation
of antitrust laws.

At the same time, Hansen de
fended the antitrust immunity
granted 15 major oil companies
to pool their tankers and other
facilities in the Middlr East
Emergency Committee for the
emergency oil lift to Europe.

He appeared before a joint in

vestigation by the Senate Antitrust
and Public Lands subcommittees
into operation of the oil set up
after blocking of the Suez Canal
and Middle East pipelines cut off

vital petroleum supplies for Eur-

ope.
Sen. O'Mahoney pre

siding at the hearing, told Hansen
that the Senate Probers may rec-

ommend that the antitrust immun-

ity, granted big oil companies to
operate the oil lift, "be aban-

doned."

WASHINGTON HI A New

York lawyer who sat in on the
recent convention of the Commu-

nist, party of the United States
said today its claimed break
with Moscow is a sham designed
"for the purpose of fooling the
public."

Carl Rachlin, an official of the
New York chapter of the Ameri-

can Civil Liberties Union, told the
Senate Internal Security subcom-

mittee he was at the convention
as an "observer" for the union.

The Reds' "hardened" leaders
are split in a "real fight for pow-
er" and control of the party and
its ranks arc "decimated," he
said, but added that a
