Don’t Believe the Fish Stories....
Fishing Season Has Slow Start

There were “quite a few 
fishermen but few catches” on 
opening day of the six month 
trout fishing season, according 
to Conservation Officer Earl 
Miller. He and Roscoe Smith 
were out patrolling the public 
fishing sites on the reservation 
— Dry Creek, Kah-Nee-Ta, the 
High Lakes, Pelton and Lake 
Simtustus — during opening 
weekend, April 23-24, and they 
noted an uneven distribution of 
fishermen and a low success 
rate.

The officers reported that 
the Warm Springs River at 
Kah-Nee-Ta, which opened a 
week earlier, was by far the 
busiest area, both in numbers 
of fishermen and success in 
catching the much sought-after 
trout.

Trout Lake was the quiet­
est despite its attractive name. 
Roscoe said he spotted only 
one car and that deep snow 
made the area next to impass­
able.

The Dry Creek part of the 
Deschutes River was also a bit 
quieter than in previous years, 
although there was evidence of 
some success. Roscoe was 
down there enforcing the bag 
limit of two trout of at least 
12”, and he said that people 
were pulling out fairly good 
sized fish — 13-18”.

Three federal violations 
were reported, all in the Dry 
Creek area. Two were for 
fishing without a reservation 
permit' and one was for camp­
ing on private property.

Officers indicated that fish­
