She also mentioned
that many of the girls have gone
to the National Finals two and
even three times and ‘‘they knew
what they were doing.”

A different type of scoring
system that Marita said ‘“‘was
real difficult” also imposed a
problem for the barrel racer. For
each time you place, points are
given instead of a pay-off which
is the usual custom.

Astride a different horse,
Marita is going to- ‘‘try really
hard this coming season.” Del-
ford Johnson, Marita’s husband
is going to be using ‘‘Dutch,”” her
customary horse, for calf roping.
But Marita doesn’t seem to mind
too much. “He (Dutch) needs
something else,” she says. And
she still has three other barrel
racing horses to use.

Marita hopes to qualify for
the finals again next year. “I
want to go back there, I really
do.”

Dave Best, Omak, Wash.,
represented the WSIRA in the
saddle bronc event. He drew
some good horses and came up
World Champion in this event.

Gary and Randy Rogers,
Sparks, Nevada, cowboys, are
the new World Champion team
ropers. They also represent the
WSIRA.

Over 100 Warm Springs resi-
dents spend hours upon hours
each week rolling those three-
holed spheres toward the inani-
mate, but often evasive pins. If
lucky, the bowler will see and

hear all the ‘“‘maples’’ make the -

welcome and familiar sound
while falling under the force of a
12 to 15 pound ball. If unlucky,
well, we all recognize that sight
and sound.

The Pelton Lanes in Madras
features two men’s leagues, five
women’s leagues and three

junior leagues. In addition, there

are also five mixed doubles
leagues which allow men and
women bowlers to show off their
expertise to one another.

Norene Greene, who has
been secretary of the Wednesday
night mixer league for five
years, has seen the evening
sessions change from a fifty-fifty
Indian and non-Indian ratio to a
predominantly Indian league, as
all but six of the 48 bowlers are
Indian.

Many of the peole who bowl
in the Wednesday night mixer
league are veteran bowlers, such
as Gene Greene, who has bowled
since the opening of the Madras
Lanes in 1961. His average is 168,
and a lefty at that.

Ray and Charlotte Shike are
partners in the mixer league

with the Greenes. Ray presently
holds the highest average in the
Central Oregon Men’s Traveling
league, at 197. Charlotte holds a
173 average, which is the highest
women’s average in Jefferson
County.

Ray and Charlotte have
helped daughter and son-in-law,
Helena and Dino Jones with their
bowling mistakes and problems.
In fact, Helena's parents have
helped them so much, that the
Joneses and their partners, Cas-
sie Rhoan and Benny Heath, are
in the first place spot on Wednes-
day night.

The weekly expense of bowl-
ing is not as great as outdoor
sports, but perhaps higher than
other indoor sports. League fees
are $3.25 for three lines of
bowling.

All four bowlers feel thal
bowling is a ‘‘great way 0
socialize, get some exercise and
to get away from home.” The
lanes are cool in the summer,
warm in the winter, conditions
that outdoor sports, such as golf
and tennis, don't offer.

So, if you don’t mind excess
smoke, the sound of crashing
pins and plenty of teasing when
you miss an easy spare, maybe
one of the mixer leagues would
“strike”” your fancy.
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
