I feel really bad when I'm
sitting there making my nets,
knowing that they wouldn't
even get put on a hoop. All that
teaching that was taught to me
concerning fishing will not be
exercised this Spring. It’s too
bad that some of our faithful
leaders don’t have any
knowledge about fishing. They
don't know the feeling of
catching that first Spring
salmon. To me, it takes me
back to Celilo Days when I
caught fish bigger than I was.

To close Sherars bridge until
late June to all fishing is
unbelieveable. The tribes have
always compromised with the
state on openings and closures.
But they haven't shown any
