Task force begins work

Taking a closer look at
schools and education the 509-
J school district is one of many
communities organizing
committees for that purpose.
These committees through
teachers;
concerned citizens are seeking
ways to upgrade educational

performance in their district

and in their nation.

The 509-J district commit-
tee, called Task Force on
Educational Reform, will
review a nationwide study, “A
Nation at Risk” and other
writings or educational
reformers to eventually make
recommendations for needed
change in the district. The
report by the committee is due
May, 1984, Preceding this date
the committee will be
collaborating with people and
agencies directly related to
education for input. '

Nine goals have been
outlined by the district school
board to be examined
thoroughly by the task force.
They include: 1. To improve
quality and excellence in

the Administrative, Financial
services, Enterprises, Internal
Services and the Natural
Resources. Councilman Mike
Clements gave a rundown on
the Tribal Council and
Committees. The existing
committees are the Fish and
Wildlife, Timber, Water
Board, Health and Welfare,
Education, Land Use,
Elections, Tribal Gatherings,
Irrigation and Agriculture,

Culture and Heritage,
Legislative and Energy
Committees.

Tribal member concerns
focused on the employment
situation, education, Law and
order and personnel with-in
the organization.

Our children have a very poor
attitude and no respect for
anyone. Their attitude is
shameful. We should look at
the problem and not only at the
dollars, this is the area that
needs careful examination, let’s
start to do things for the human
sources and to better our social

problems here on the
reservation. .

receiving. We are not receiving
complete benefits of services
needed. Not getting good
health benefits, many do not
have medical insurance to help
the alcoholic. There are
incidences that have happened
where services are not adequate
for our people here. I have a

NISQUALLY TRIBE COMPLAINS ABOUT ARMY
SHELLS HITTING RESERVATION:

The Nisqually Tribe is angry about repeated accidental
shellings of the reservation, which is located across the
Nisqually River from the Fort Lewis test range. At least six
times this year, the Indians said, shells from the artillery range
have skipped across the river and landed on the 1,600 acre
reservation. The latest incident was on October 5. No one has

been

injured but tribal chairman. Richard Wells said,

“Somebody going to be killed,” unless the problem is corrected.

An army spokesman who said the army had been unaware of
the problem “until the Indians told us about it,” said the
artillery crews have been cautioned to be more careful. Tribal
chairman Wells said the shells have ben landing on reservation
land over the last couple years and that each time the tribe
complained, the army said it would not happen again. Wells
added, “We are not satified with the army response.
