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Tribal fish processing facility could open in 2007 :

Construction is under way on
a commercial fish processing
facility that would produce some
10 tons of ice a day for tribal
fishers on the Columbia River.

The U.S. Army Corps of En-
gineers is building the 8,000-
square-foot plant on an eight-
acre parcel at an in-lieu fishing
access site near White Salmon
on the Washington side of the
Columbia River.

According to planning docu-
ments, up to 800,000 pounds
of salmon — that’s about
40,000 twenty-pound salmon —
could be processed in the first
year at the new facility.

The facility will be FDA
food-safety compliant, and will
include a blast freezer, refrig-
eration unit and freezer, as well
as the ice machines.

It should be completed by
the end of the year, in time for
use early in 2007.

Piping for the ice
machines will not be installed
until later this year, and a waste
water treatment plan is still be-
ing developed, said Jon
Mathews, salmon marketing
manager for the Columbia River
Inter-Tribal Fish Commission.

CRITFC has overseen devel-
opment of the project.

The project is designed to
give tribes more control over
natural resources and to make
tribal fishers larger players
within the salmon market.

Nearly 90 percent of salmon
on the market are produced in
fish farms — the largest are in
Chile and Norway.

In a recent CRITFC survey,

more than half of tribal fishers
who responded said they sold
their fish last year to commer-
cial buyers, 30 percent sold over
the bank and 18 percent kept
their catch for personal use.

”We may start out the first
year icing, heading and gutting,”
Mathews said.

“As a player in the market,
equipment will be necessary to
allow the facility to process fish
from head-and-gut to custom
filets, brush frozen or fresh, and
could eventually include smok-
ing, vacuum-packed, retort and
canned. At least with refrigera-
tion the tribes can prolong the
market season.”

Mathews said it is imperative
that the facility be self-sustain-
ing with an experienced fish pro-
cessing manager involved.

The four treaty fishing tribes
— Warm Springs, Umatilla, Nez
Perce and Yakamas need to
agree by resolution on an entity
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to govern the facility.

“We expect CRITFC to
have a limited role,” Mathews
said.

“The four tribes will take the
lead and form a new entty or
use an existing one. CRITFC will
be more of a technical adviser
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to assist in the process.”

Mathews said each tribe’s
economic development pro-
will be asked
to brainstorm on capitalization
and coordination matters.
