9 Simple Steps to

(Don't
use a brick, because bricks can dissolve and clog the
waler system.)

3.) Install low-flow faucet aerators and shower heads. A
family of four can save 17,000 gallons of water a year,
4.) Keep your car's tires properly inflated. You will
increase gas efficiency by up to 5 percent. About 50
percent of America’s cars have under-inflated tires. If
they were all inflated properly, we could save up to 2
billion gallons of gasoline a year and prevent up to 40
billion pounds of carbon dioxide, the primary “Green-
house gas”, from entering the atmosphere.

accounts for about one-third of all the garbage Ameri-
cans send to landfills. For a start, buy eggs in card-
board, not plastic foam cartons, and beverages in
recyclable glass or aluminum containers.

Replace a reguiar (incandescent) light bulb with a
compact fluorescent light bulb. It uses a quarter of the
energy and will last 10 times longer and it will keep a
half-ton of carbon dioxide out of the atmosphere over
the life of the bulb.

8.) Buy rechargeable batteries for household use.
Americans use 2 billion disposable batteries a year and
75 percent of them contain mercury, a highly toxic
substance that can leak from landfills into soil and
ground water.

9.) Set the blades higher on your lawn mower, Forgel
the manicured look and cut the grass two to three inches
high.
