This Request for Statements of Qualification (SOQ) represents a Gen-
eral Contractor Pre-Qualification process being conducted by the
Grand Ronde Tribal Housing Authority in Grand Ronde, Oregon. This is
not a Request for Bids. Contractor responses to this Request will be used
to make a list of qualified contractors who will then be invited by the Hous-
ing Authority to submit competitive Bid Proposals to construct 36 low rent
housing units (21 buildings). The project is expected to cost approxi-
mately $3.3 million.
