11 years of age may apply. However,
they must turn 12 by the start of that
hunt and have their Hunter's Safety
Certificate.
Incomplete or duplicate applications
will be voided.
Tribal members under 18 years of age
must possess a valid Hunter's Safety
Certificate.

TRIBAL LICENSES are issued at the
Natural Resources Division. Please call
ahead of time to ensure that an autho-
rized staff member is available to issue
licenses. Tribal Enrollment Cards and
Hunter's Safety Certificates, for youth
under 18, are required at the time of
licensing.
