Training is planned to start the later part of July and run through
September. There are 5 courses that are from three and a half to
four and a half days long. The tuition will be paid for and a train-
ing stipend provided of $8.50 an hour. Motel and mileage will be
provided where commuting distances are too long, The courses will
either be in Salem, Portland or Grand Ronde.

The training is being provided through the Northwest Research and
Training Center for Energy and Weatherization. It is being funded
through a Tribal ARRA DOE Energy Efficiency Conservation Block Grant
awarded to the Confederated Tribes of Grand Ronde. To apply please
contact the Grand Ronde 477 Employment & Training I‘ro[-:n am;:
