Serving on Royalty requires a considerable commitment from the 

participant and their parents and/or sponsor. Royalty participants 

(including parent or sponsor) must attend all required events and 

activities: organizational meetings, powwows, parades, fundraisers 

and more. We encourage all Tribal youth ages 4-18 to join.

Participants must be within the following age categories by Aug.1, 2017:

Tiny Tot (Honorary): 4 – 6 years of age

Little Miss Grand Ronde: 7 – 10 years of age

Junior Miss Grand Ronde: 11 – 13 years of age

Senior Miss Grand Ronde: 14 – 18 years of age

General Requirements:

1. Enrolled Grand Ronde Tribal member

2. Must be drug, alcohol and tobacco free

3. Attend school regularly and be in good standing

4. Must be single with no dependents

5. Sign and comply with Royalty Guidelines and Agreement
