Bruce Thomas didn9t stay retired for long.

Just a little more than a month after leaving as in-

terim Spirit Mountain Casino chief executive ofocer, 
Thomas is back as the Tribe9s Economic Development 

Director. 

Thomas, a Grand Ronde Tribal member, also held 

the position from 2018 until 2021, when he helped 

the Tribe develop two medication-assisted treatment 

clinics in Salem and Portland to treat people addicted 

to opioids and also expand the services provided by the 

Tribe9s Health & Wellness Center. 

In 2021, Thomas was named interim general manager of Grand Ronde 

Tribe9s gaming facility, a position he also held from 1993 to 2000. 

After leaving Spirit Mountain Casino in 2000, Thomas worked for nine 

years for Polaris Gaming Group, which developed four Tribal casinos, two 

in Washington state and two in California.

For 16 years, he was chief executive ofocer of Rolling Hills Casino in 
Corning, Calif., leaving that position in October 2017.

Thomas, 70, graduated from the University of Oregon with a bachelor9s 

degree in Economics and English and received a Master9s of Business 

Administration and a Doctor of Jurisprudence degree from Willamette 

University College of Law in Salem. þ
