There has been some anxiety ex-
bibited over the surplus that bas
been piling up in the United States’
treasdury, and its reduction has be-
come & matter of interest, that is,
Secretary Gage 18 buying up bonds
at a premium, which will belp hold
the surplus in abeyance. By the
way, Senator Hanna is Jooking long-
ingly toward that surplus and if he
ecan once lannch his Sbip-Subsidy
bill the surplus will need no other
anchor to hold it down

Aod now we as to witness a free
and easy fight between two heavy-
weights, Governor Van Sant, of
Minnesota and J. Pierpont Morgan
of the Earth., United States judges
will referee the bout. Governor Van
Sant will have a great commonwealth
behind him and General Morgan's
backing will be sommed np io a
hillion dollars. This contest will be
more interesting than any heretofore
put in the ring as the prize is larger
and the gate receipts more desirable.
All citizens of the United States will
be interested spectators while the
world generally will watch with bated
breath and if Van Sant does not
throw up the sponge it will be a fight
to the finish,

The mayor of Portland wanpts to
round up the toughs and drive them
out of town as a munner of getting
rid of them. There seems to be tou
much of that disposition manifested,
not only in Portland but other places.
The disposition to shift responsibility
is a growiog evil. The desire of each
locality is not so much to reform
#ociety as it ia to get rid of its bad
characters. Those who favor shifting
the responsibility do not care what
nuisance another looality may be put
to throngh their act, nor what erime
is the resnlt of their negligence to
cope intelligently and wisely with the
toughs that may come to their com-
munity or are raised among them, so
long as others have to shoulder the
responsibility. That kind of reform
bas rather a sepulchral atmosphere
connecled with it and reminds us
of reforms inangurated in which the
acts are merely bhidden instead of
discontinned. The world is full of
people who want other persons to do
their dluagreaablu tasks,

Sometimes smart poopla make mis-
tukes, and Third Assistant Post-
master General Madden is probably
one belonging to that hst. He is
desirous of shutting the Appeal to
Reason out of the mails, ostensibly
on the ground that it has not a legiti-
mate subscription list, but the real
canee is more likely to be found in
the economie troths it teaches. How-
ever Socialism will lose notbing be-
cause of Mr. Madden's opposition as
tbe advertising that it will receive will
have a coutrary effect wlile the ovp-
position will stir up an energy of
purpose such as Mr. Madden and his
obstructionists have never dreamed
of.

From the Coast Mail.
F. M. Freidberg is now sole owner

of the Marsbfield electrie light works,
baving purchased the plant and frap-
chise of the General Electric Com-
pany. Mr. Freidberg has been in
charge of the enterprise here for sev-
eral years, and is thoroughly fawil-
iar with the sitnation,

On Saturday last it was annonnced
bere that the vein of cool for which
W. A. Maxwell has been prospecting
on the Watson place at Coos City,
had at last been reached with the
drill. It is stated that the vein wus
was struck 760 feet below the surflace,
the prospecting shaft being down G610
feet and the drill baving penetrated
150 feet further. Mr. Maxwell's sound
judgment, which has been vorif-
erously called in question by some of
our local coal experts, is thus vindi-
cated, and his self reliance rewarded
The vein of coal is said 1o be a large
one with good roof nnd floor and
pitebing at ac angle of about 10 de-
grees. The plans for the openivg of
the mine are said to include a double
boisting shalt, to be pnt down some
700 feet south of the prospect shaft,
the latter being put down to the vein
aond used in the developmeunt work,
and later for ventilation.

Telegram: Snow, it is said by a
supposedly competent authority, of
fers a remarkable resistaoce, to pene-
tration by a rifle bullet, far greater
resistance, indeed, than ordinarvy
wood. Experiments made in Norway
bave shown that a snow wall four
feot thick is absolutely proof agaiust
the Norwegian army rifle, which, by
the way, is of exceptional piercing
power, and that at all ranges from
fifty yards up to ball a mile.

Owing to the wmildness of the eli-
mate in Portugal heating stoves are
rarely used in that conntry.

Heating and cooking stoves are
both wvsed by the upper classes in
Grreece, but the lower classes still live
withoat usiog either.

Very few beating and cookiog
stoves are used in Paraguay. All the
houses have brick stoves built in them,
80 that irou stoves have little or no
sale,

Stoves made of tiling are in general
use in Auvstria, They are said to be
superior to iron stoves on sccount of
the great economy of fuel possible by
their use,

Tbere is in the Mediterranean
countries & widespread prejudice
against all artificial beat, and conse-
quently not more than one bouse in
six is ever bheated during tbhe winter
time,

Irvon cooking stoves are almost an
unkoown luxury among the people
of South Awerica and the West
Indies. Tbey still cook in open fire
places aud by other princitive methods,

The evoking stove, us it is knownin
the United States, does very little serv-
ice in France. A lfew areinthe country,
but in most farmbouses the eooking
is done in a large open fireplace. In
the cities a furnace is built in the
smaull kitchen.
