Morgan 1s after the
earth and be will come nearer getting
what he wants tban any of his pred-
ecessors have.

The stockholders of the Panama
Capal Company want to sell to the
United States, their white elepbant,
the Panama caoal ditch. As the
completion of this project has been
determined by some engineers to be
very costly while others pronounce it
impracticable, it would appear to be
good piece of properly to let go of
but a bad one to buy. Forty million
dollars is the selling price, bat if re-
ports 10 regard to its worth and the
stipulations attached to it are true, it
would prove an expensive bargain to
accept as a present,

Iu the states of Kentucky and
Maryland a move bhas been made to
legislate that Admiral Schley is the
bero of the battle of Santiago. This
is something remarkably surprising
but not of an edifying nature. That
bodies of men chosen to represent
and enact laws for great common-
wealtbs, such as Kentucky and Mary-
land should have tbe imbeality to
think they can legislate history, or in
otber words, to believe they can es-
tablish a fact or thing, ont of that
which was not and does not exist, is
something so absurd that children
should see the ludicrousness of the
proposition. It is generally believed
tbat Schley is the hero of Santiago,
but his right to that honor must be
established by proof and not by legis-
lation,

From press reports coming from
the seat of government 1t would ap-
pear that perhaps, after all, the time
has come when Congress may pass a
Nicaragua canal bill. Possibly the
body behind tbe project bas gathered
momentaom enough to secure a move
forward in this purpose. It begins to
look so, at least, for now comes a
ecompany to the front and wishes to
take the job off Unele Sam's hands,
offering to pay all cost of construc-
tion, giviog free passage to govern-
mwent vessels, and only asking the
the government to stand behind the
company. The government shonld
build, own and operate the canal and
give no company a chance to control
great cowmercial interests through
excessive toll, Perbaps this company
parposes to pay the cost of construe
tion, of the canal, out of transcouti-
nental railroad earnings. It may be
but another scheme by which those
who own the transcontinental lines
will still remain masters of the situa
tion.

Fraxkrorr, Ky. Jan 16.—I'he Hounse
today, after aspirited debate, adopted
aresolution commendatory of Admiral
Schley. The Republicans opposed
that part of the resolution which con-
demned the court of inguiry that sat
in the Schley case, and refused to
vote when the roll was ealled.
