Senator Hanpa has introduced a
bill to pension Mrs. William MeKin-
ley in the sum of §5,000 u year. Since
that lady already enjoys an income
which is ample to support her in
luxury and ease without danger of
insnfliciency, it is hard to see wherein
the justice of this measure conld pos
sibly exist, especially, when the money
in part, is taxed ount of persons in
many instances, each of whom have
to maintain themselves and families
on less than $500 a year. Hanna has
the right to give his own property
away, but be has no right to make
unnecessary disposal of the people's
money, and the same is true of any
other represen!ative.

The polilical machine seems to be
revolving Simon-ward in Portland,
and it is announced that Senator Si-
mon will retuarn from Washington,
the latter part of next month, to see
that the instrument is handled prop-
erly. Simon seems to have consider-
able opposition in the Republican
ranks, especially in Portland, and it
remains to be seen whose pull will
gecure the persimmon. Things po
litical should work to accomplish the
highest and most perfect state of
government and society. To secure
this end preferment should be the
steppiugstone into official pesitions,
but instead a secramble for office with
a purpose to farm the prize, when se-
cured is a fair presentation of the
political machine as shadowed upoa
tho stage of present political life.

The Portland Telegram has the
following to say of the epidemic
which bas been prevalent in the state
during the past two years.

Will Have Disappeared,

A novel theory

looked upon with such dread and
forebodings.

His theory is based apon heredity.
He gives it as his observation and
impression that in fawilies where the
practice of vaccination bas been fol-
lowed the disease on manifesting it-
sell is of a very mild type. The at-
tention of Dr. Clark was directed to
the subject as a result of the fow cuses
of varioloid or smallpox at present
noder quarantine io (his eity. Dr,
Clark says:

“For the custom of
vaccioation agaivst smallpox has been
growing, until at present you will find
comparatively few who have not been
vaceinated, and it is the rule for per-
sons of middle age to have been vae
cinated several times,

“Now, my theory is that this in-
ereased vaceination throughb several
generatious evolved against
smullpox, uotil the malady of to day,
instead of being deadly, as it was
fifty years ago, has come to be noth-
ing but a mild contagion in the
majority of eases. If my theory
correct the disease will entively disap
pear a few years hence,

“What first suggested the theory
to me is the fact that the cases of
siallpox here are very mild. In fact
the patients are usually no more ill
thun persons whose vacecination has
‘taken’. Usaally persons afllicted with

smallpox are very sick and have to|

take to their beds. In the cases here
the patients show no marked charac
teristic but the breaking out on the
skin. They are not so1ll as to muke
it necessary for them to go to bed.
“The medical journals state Lhat
there is much smallpox in the United
States at this time. Very few local.
ities are without it, though in many
cases it i8 of so mild form as to be
mistaken for chicken pox. Itis eaid
tbat in many cases where the malaay
prevails in the present mild form
nothiog is said abount it whatever, as
the general belief is that it is not
smallpox at all, Io this way it is
spreading more rapidly than a viro-
lent form of the disease would,
canse of the lack of that precaution
which a severe form of the
would invite.””
