Senator Hoar wants the salaries of
senators raised from $5,000 to §7,600
# year- At first thought this would
seem to be about right as the dignity
of the office might Warrawt it, but on
second thougbt, it would not only ap-
pear to bp a waste of the people's
money, but also a source of extra
temptution to would be senators.
‘I'be present salary is no impediment,
to filling the upper branch of con-
gress, as there are plenty of aspirants,
and as thesp seekers after senatorial
honors often pay out many thousands
of dollars to secure the coveted prize,
there is no telling to what extremes
they would go for that extra $2,500,
As a matter of economy to aspirants
as well as the people, senators' sal-
aries should be reduced rather than
raised. Senator Hoar must have lost
bis reckoning.

Oregonian: Great Britain and
Japan want peage, and for that pur-
pose they have joined fleets and
armies. Russin wants peace, and to
that end, she aonnonuces, her army
and pavy are always ready. Great
Britain and Japan want the integrity
of China aod the independence of
Corea. Russia also desires the inde-
pendence of Corea nnd the integrity
of Cbina. Where all are so apxions
for the same result, it is a pity to
maintain such costly armaments of
offense,

Oregonian: Under Senator Hoar's
bill advancing the pay of members of
Congress the Vice President and the
Speakey of the House wonld be paid
$15.000, instead of $8000, and Sena-
tors and Representatives would be
paid $7500 instead £5000, The in
grease takes effect as soon as the bill
becomes a law. The enactmeut of
this measure would take more than a
million of dollars from the publie
Treasury, and its passage is sure to
be followed by inereased salaries for
Cabinet Ministers, for if Congressmen
need an increase of pay on the score
of the expense of hving at Washing-
ton, Cabinet Ministers eqnally de-
mand it, and with this advance the
whole civil list will ack for an inerease
of salary, as well us the military and
vaval establishments. Fully half of
the Congressman‘s time is his own,
aod he can follow his private employ-
ment to some extent while a member
of Congress. The increase famons
in politieal history as the “salary
grab* of 1873 was from 25000 to $7500
and was retroactive, That increase
gtood for ten months, but was re-
pealed in Jaounary, 1874,  This bill of
Benator Hoar ought not to beeome a
law,
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New York Times.

The ways and means committee
have just determined to repeal inter-
nal revenne taxes io the asmount of
$68,000,000, and the tax on tea, some
£9,000,000 more, while refusing the
slightest reduction of the purely pro-
tective ana discriminating tax oo
sugar and on tobacco for the pro-
ducts of Cuba. Tt is a very old trick.
It was invented at the close of the
civil war, when it gave birth to all
our tarilf abominations of the worst
sort, During the war import taxes
had very properly been put on goods
coming into competition with native
goods that bad been bheavily taxed
for internal revenne. It would have
been grossly unfair to load our manu-
facturers with taxes and leave their
competitors free of taxation. The
import duties were intended to be,
and in the main, they were, merely
an offset to the internal taxes. Then
the internal taxeswere taken off and
the beavy burden of the import taxes
was left nuotounched. The resorces of
the Treasury were substantially ex-
bausted, aud any reform of the im-
port duties became exceedingly diffi-
cult,

The plan today is strikingly similar.
The estimated surplus for the year is
in ronnd numbers £100,000,000. More
than three quarters of it is wiped out
by the repeal of the so-called war
taxes. What remains will give little
opportunity for the reduetion of the
tariff. The taxes removed are neither
burdensome nor difficult to collect.
They bave the rare merit of all going
into the Treasury. They are paid
ongs for all, and they give no chance
for oppressing the consumers. Cer-
tainly there should be a reduction of
our needlessly bigh revenue. Bat
with the exception of the tax on tea—
as to which there is room for differ-
ence of opinion—the taxes now to be
taken ofl are not the ones we should
remit. The reduction should be in
the tariff taxes, which impede the ad
vance of American industry, check
the extension of foreign trade, and
uojustly injure the American consu-
mer. It is especially ontrageous that
the party in power shonld take this
means of perpetuating tbhe wroogful
tanff taxes at the moment when the
bighest consideration of duty and of
enlightened expediency demand that
trade with Cuba be made possible, in
order that the people of the island
may attain freedom with security and
prosperity.
