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EDITORIAL.

The tight which tbo Boers put up 
when they whipped 12(X) English 
troops and captured General Mothnen 
is almost a full grown battle and en­
tirely too stiff to bo called guerilla 
warfare.

It is exceedingly ludicrous to benr 
an opponent of Socialism set up ill- 
conceived, distorted ideas of its prin­
ciples and then proceed to demolish 
them, Socialism combines nothing 
within its scope that is not just and 
its whole philosophy is bound up in 
the text, “Do unto others as you 
would have them do unto you.“

The Ship Subsidy bill seems to be 
a party measure and opinion as ex­
pressed through the press is that the 
Senato will pass tlie bill, but that it 
will be held up in the House, as the 
Republican leaders do not like to 
shoulder the responsibility before the 
coming elections which take place 
in most of the states of the Union.

Conjecture of England's expense 
in carrying on and concluding the 
South African war places the amount 
at two billion dollars. This sum is 
probably too small instead of too 
large, and should the British Empire 
become involved in any serious trou­
ble with any of the European nations 
she might find it necessary to with 
draw her forces out of Africa.

The Kaiser is said to bp planning a 
big naval demonstration to force Bra­
zil to relinquish her design of confis­
cating a railway which is already in 
the hands of a receiver favorable to 
to ttiat government. When individu­
als or even large companies of men 
resort to demonstrations of military 
strength, or in other words make their 
demands at the point of tbo sword 
and bayonet, they are outlaws, ban­
dits, etc., but when a nation exercises 
pitch authority it is all right, nations 
stand agape and the weak fellow 
coma3 to tiuie.

Each oongress during late years 
1ms taken a turn at the money ques­
tion, and lmd its say in the way of 
legislation, but the question won't 
down. Now there are two more 
measures wanted in support of the 
goldstaudard, and it is very probable 
that there is a scheme behind these 
pleasures to force the government to 
issue bonds when Wall Street wants 
them or when her operators have idle 
capital upon which to draw interest. 
One of these measures is au act to 
create a gold reserve, and the other is 
an act to koep silver at par with geld 
and which will obligate the govern­
ment to pay out gold in exchange for 
silver when offered in five dollar lots, 
or any multpie of that number. Get 
these measures once passed and silver 
will be used to empty the United 
States' treasury, and the nation will 
be com [Milled to issue bonds to keep 
up the gold reserve although the 
vaults at Washington may bo over­
loaded with silver coins.

Below we give au editorial from 
the Duily Oregonian which we com­
mend to our readers. It is just the 
kiud of article which gives au insight 
into conditions, and puts up the 
strongest uignmeiit for the equity 
that can only obtain through Social­
ism. It reads as follows:

President Harriman is quoted as 
expressing the belief that if President 
Hill or any other man owned all the 
railroads in the United States much 
better rates would result. “We often 
have conditions where we could it • 
duce the shipment of certain com­
modities when we have got a prevail­
ing movement of empty cars one way 
or the other,“ said Mr. Harriman, 
and with a freer hand I believe, the 
railroads could increase the move­
ment of commodities from one part 
of tho country to the other or to Ja­
pan or to any other foreign country, 
if they had less restriction.

Mr. Harriman is entirely right 
when he says that with a freer hand 
the railroads could increase the move­
ment of commodities from oue part 
of the country to another and from 
one country to another. And if all 
the transportation lines were owued 
by one man or one Corporation, the 
carrying service pf the world might 
be much better and cheaper than it 
is. Nobody has yet denied that con 
solidation of transportation hues or 
other industrial properties would uot 
render possible better service or light­
er charges. That is uot the point of 
the complaint ¡igainst the trusts. It 
is not doubted that in this time of 
prosperity, transportation charges 
might, without threatening the sol 
veucy of the various properties main­
tain their independence. They are 
not forced into mergers and commun­
ity deals in order to confer greater 
benefit on the public. They could do 
more for the public, but they don't. 
Consolidation enables them to do 
more, to save expenses aud reduce 
the cost of service. But does any­
body suppose they will do this merely 
because they cuu?

The great object ion is not that com­
binations disqualifies these great 
forces for better serving mankind. 
The power to do better by combining 
cannot be doubted. But the hard 
fact remains that such power is not 
exercised solely for the public 
good. So long as human nature is 
what it is, so long as meu strive for 
private gain, they will use tbo power, 
which gigantic combinations of cap 
ital give them, for the advancement 
of personal and private ends at the 
expense of tho public. The element 
of human selfishness cannot be elim 
inated from this problem. That is 
why it is inexpedient and unsafe for 
the people to permit such power to 
be exercised by agencies whose chief 
aim is private gaiu. Mr. Harrimau 
and Mr. Hill are fond of declaring 
what benefits can be conferred on the 
public by coalition of transportation 
interests and elimination of competi­
tion. But these men are not actuated 
w holly by benevolent impulses. They 
are shrewd men of business, and their 
aim is to get money from the public 
and turn it into private channels. 
They will grant the public such bene­
fits as will best serve the private in­
terests they represent. It is not what 
they can do, but what they will do, 
that concerns the public, and the 
power they ask is too milch to be 
safely granted.
