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There comes to us tales of wanton 
cruelly practiced tipoo Filipinos, by­
Americans in tbe Philippine Islands, 
which should bring tbe roseate hue 
of shame to the face of every true 
American, and the only plea offered 
in justification of these 
acts is tbut the Filipinos 
more barbarous, or that 
beeu guilty of the greater
cruel acts. The white winged dove 
of peace is not enticed by law­
less hets.

And it was Boss Quay that wanted 
the Mitchell Kahn Chinese Exclusion 
bill amended by a clause permitting 
Christian Chinese free entrance into 
the United States. If it was not 
the things commonly reported 
Boss Quay, which stamp him as 
of Christian character, one might
lieve that the wily senator was plan­
ning for tbe wholesale conversion of 
tbe Coolies. There is little doubt but 
that with such provision Chinese con­
versions would multiply with aston­
ishing rapidity.

Tbo woi kitiguien's riots in Belgium 
are caused by political conditions. 
The franchise in Belgium is virtually 
confined to the upper and middle 
classes, working people in tbe towns 
and tho mining districts haviug no 
votes. Tbe rights of suffrage is re­
stricted to citizens who have reached 
tbe age of 21 years and who pay at 
least 40 francs ($8) annually in direct 
taxes. There is a provison giving an 
additional vote to any person who is 
a university graduate. These out­
rageous inequalities in the law have 
given tbe Clerical party an overpow 
ering advautage, which has enabled 
it for years to defeat the efforts of tbe 
Liberals, Radicals and Socialists to 
obtain a manhood suffrage. Tbe 
workingmen are under tbe influence 
of tbe Socialists, ami desire that the 
Socialists who sympathize with tbeir 
views be grauted the suffrage. Tbe 
exhibitions of feeling in tbe army as 
well as among tbe paople indicate 
that before long Belgium wil) have to 
choose between concession of univer­
sal suffrage or collision with a popu­
lar insurrection of a more formidable 
character.

Belgium, whose area is but 11,373 
square miles, has a population of 
over 6,000,000 of people, and is tbe 
most densely populated country out 
side of Asia. Nearly one sixth of its 
inhabitants labor in miues or facto­
ries. The people of its southern 
portion speak tbe French language, 
and are largely of French blood and 
political sympathies. Belgium was 
under French rule during tbe whole 
of Napoleon’s career, and since tbe 
creation of the third republic in 
France tbe working people of Bel­
gium have been exceedingly restless 
under tbeir so-called government, 
which is really little better than au 
oligarchy in tbe superficial dress of 
a constitutional monarchy. Tbe Iiiug 
is a mere figure bead: tbe standing 
army is but 45,000 strong, and if it 
should prove, as reported, to be more 
or less honeycumbed with socialism, 
it would probably fraternize with tbe 
people in event of a formidable insur 
rection. Thousands of tbe soldiers 
of the line joined tbe insurrection of 
the French Commune in 1871. The 
disaffection of tbe French Array to 
tbe royal government was notable in 
tbe great French Revolution of 1789. 
and it would be remarkable if

>tauidi ng army of Belgium did uot 
become dangerously disaffected 
event of a popular revolt

Tbe Belgian government will have 
to yield, unless it expects tbe Emper­
or of Germany to interfere in its be­
half, as the Emperor of Russia did in 
1849 in behalf of Austria, lest a Bid 
gian republic should be formed which 
would ultimately become part of 
Frauce. Belgium is a Roman Catho­
lic country, und the Clerical party 
are bitterly opposed to the Socialists 
and Liberals, who favor the separa­
tion of church nnd state—at least to 
tbe extent that has obtained enact­
ment under tbe present government 
of France.
