More important, the 
tlnuks, thau the election 
that set of men, than the
this or that party, locally, is the 
adoption of the proposed constitu 
tional amendment to the Oregon Con­
stitution providing fur the initiative 
and referendum adjunct to legislation. 
The Telegram agrees entirely with 
Mr. Eltweed Pomeroy, who recently 
lectured here, both iu his statemetd 
of facts aud Lis argument showing 
the necessity for this reform.

Both parties have repeatedly de­
clared in favor of this reform. All 
the poliltciiitis profess to be in favor 
of it. Some of them are sincere; others 
are not. Those wbo are sincere must 
work for the amendment, bring it aud 
keep it before the people, talk and 
work for it, or through inattention 
and negligence it is likely to be lost.

It is yet a debatable question 
whether, to be adopted, the amend­
ment will require a majority of all 
the votes cast in the election or only 
a majority of the vot.-s on the amend 
ment. This, if it should receive a 
majority of the votes cast on the 
amendment lint not a majority of the 
votes cast iu the election, will be a 
question for the Supreme Court to 
decide. As about a11 other legal propo­
sitions, leading lawyers disagree as to 
this, but. the better opinion seems to 
be that, under the wordiug of our 
constitution, the amendment will re­
quire a majority of all the votes cast

For example: Suppose 90.000 Votes 
all told are east on June 
60,000 voters vote on the 
either for or against, 
necessary to have in its
votes, a majority of 90,000, or only 
30,001, a majority of 60.000? Proba­
bly the 45,001 votes will be necessary. 
At least, it will not be safe to trust to 
the other proposition being upheld 
by the Supreme Court.

Therefore, work is necessary. 
Every friend of the amendment, every 
man tn favor of this reform, ought to 
work for it, from i.ow on. an.l especial­
ly work to get out the votes friendly 
to it, aud to see that all voters friendly 
to it say “yes,“ and not ignore it, as 
many voters ordinarily do ignore 
proposed amendments, not caring 
whether they are voted npor down.

Several amendments to the Oregon 
Constitution have, from time to time 
been proposed aud voted on, but 
though some of them wore meritor­
ious, they have all been voted down; 
none of them ever came anywhere 
near receiving a majority of even the 
partial vote cast for and against the 
amendment. There has so far beer, 
a disposition to vote down all amend 
meuts. But this is a different propo 
sitiou. Il is a live, a growing qnes 
tion. It is coming—a greater degree 
of direct legislation—throughout Ihe 
country. Let Oregon lead the way. 
It will be a big feather iu Oregon’s 
cap.

Both Republicans and Democrats 
have goue on record ¡is favoring this 
reform. They have declared for it, 
professed their belief in it; now let 
them keep their word throughout the 
campaign aud at tho polls aud it 
win.
