Then a mass of tire 
decended on the doomed city and a 
pall of smoke covered the catastrophe 
from sight.

The Political Outlook.

The Republicans claim everything 
in eight, and out of sight. The Dem­
ocrats claim some too, and especially 
the election of Chamberlain. This 
claim is based on the judgment of 
men fairly well qnalilied to guess and 
some of whom aro Republicans.

The legislative ticket in Coos will 
doubtless be Republican, as the Dem­
ocrats do not seem to be making auy 
determined effort to win. Herman 
has the advantage of numbers as to 
party.

For Joint Representative for Coos 
and Curry. R. D. Hume seems to have 
an easy race as there is nothing in 
hie legislative record that can be 
urged against bis re election, while 
his efforts to help Curry county out 
of debt is strongly in his favor. Be­
sides bis opponent on the D mocratic 
side, R. E. Cutbbriilge, of Curry 
county, is not well known and es­
pecially iu Coos, and it is thought 
that bis chances in the race are very 
poc,r. Jlf- Hume will have an easy, 
victory.

For Sheriff, Clerk and Assessor it 
is not certain as to which way tho 
wheel of fortune will turn and the 
RECoarzn will, net hazard a guess.

The Democrats may probably re­
tain the office of Coroner as Dr. Hors­
fall has been elected to that office 
two previous occasions.

Organizer State Fed­
eration of Labor: The adoption of 
this amendment will give the people 
power to annul vicious legislation, 
and to enact laws in the interest of 
the whole people, which the well- 
organized lobbies of special interests 
can too often prevent under our pres­
ent law making system.1 The deter­
rent effects of the Referendum upon 
special legislation, and the power of 
the people to initiate their own laws 
should appeal 
citizens alike.

A. L. Mills: 
Initiative and
ment to the Constitution for many 
reasons; but. if for no other, because 
it will be possible then for cities and 
towns to make and amend their char­
ter without the consent or iuterfer 
ence of any party machine.

Hon. Ben Selling: I favor n trial 
of the Initiative and Referendum, be­
cause I believe the courts of first and 
last resort in a republic should 
be the ‘common people.’ Laws sub 
ject to their direct approval are less 
liable to be tainted with any suspicion 
of influence than those framed by any 
legislative body.

C. C. Loucks, of Brotherhood of 
Railway Trainmen: The people of 
Switzerland have succeeded in mak­
ing laws by the Initiative ani'i Refer­
endum under which Labor and Capi 
tai live in peace, and I believe we 
shall be able to do as much under the 
same system in Oregon.
