Pr olmst-d Amendment to the
Constitation of the State
of Oregon.

House Joint Resclution No. 1:

Section ] of Artiele IV, of the Con-
stitution of the State of Oregon shall
be and hereby is amended to read as
follows:

Seetion 1. The legislative authori
ty of the state sball be vested in a
legislative assembly, eonsisting of a
senate and hoose of representatives,
bat the people reserve to themselves
power to propose laws and amend
ments to the Coostitation, and to en
act or rejeel the same at the polls, in-
dependent of the legislalive assem
| bly, and also reserve power at their
own option to approve or reject at the
polls any act of the legislative assem-
bly. The first power reserved by the
people is the initiative, and not wore
than eight per cent of the legal voters
shull be required to propose any
measure by sach petition, und every
such petition sbull iuclude the full
text of the mweasure so proposed. 1lop-
intive petitions shall be filed with tle
secretary of state not less than four
wonths before the election ut which
they ure to be voted upon. The
second power is the referendum, and
it may be ordered (except as to laws
necessary for the immediate preser-
vation of the publie peace, health or
safely), us other bills are enacted.
Referendum pehitions sball be filed
with the secretary of state not more
than ni.m-iy days after the Hnul ad-
jourument of the session of the legis-
lative assembly which passed the il
on whicli the referenduom is demanded,
The velo power of the governor shall
not extend to measnres referred to
the people. All elections on measures
referred to the people of the state
shall be bad at the bienmal regnlar
general elections, except when the
legislative assembly sball order a
special election.  Any measure
ferred to the people shall take effect
aud become the law when it is ap-
proved by a majority of the votes cast
thereon, and not otherwise. The
style of all bills sball be: *“Be it en-
acted by the people of the State af
Qregon.”  This section ghall not be
constructed 1o deprive any member

right to iutroduce any measnre. The

whole number of votes for justice of
the supreme court at the regular eloe:
tion last preceding the filing of any
petition for the initistive or for the
referendum shall be the
which the pumber of* legul
necessary to sign snch petition shall
be counted. Petitions and orders for
the initistive and for the referendom
shail ke filed with the recretary of
state, nod in submitting the same to
the people he und all other officers
shiull be gnided by the general laws
and the act submitting tlhis amend-
ment until legislation shall be espe-
cially provided therefore.
