Highest l’aid Mail Carrier.

The bigness of cur country is em 
phasized every now and then by some 
obscure governmental routine. Away 
off in the Philippines we are deliver­
ing mail in canoe like boats, and on 
the other baud, a contract was let 
last week for carrying the mail in 
Alaska by dog sleds.

The successful bidder was Oscar 
Fish, and his route lies between Ea­
gle aud Valdez, a distance of .414 
miles. He mnkes two trips a mouth, 
acd receives £1500 a trip or nearly 
£35,000 a year.

Only 300 pounds are carried per 
trip, and this is usually made up of 
letters, and newspapers. Postoffice 
Department officials say that the sum 
paid to Fish is very reasonable when 
it is considered that be makes the 
trip by dog sledge, and that be has 
the most dangerous route of any 
mail carrier in the world.

lie has several times been given up 
for dead by residents of Valdez and 
Eagle, but so far has always managed 
to reach the end of bis journey, al­
though sometimes overdue and oc­
casionally very much battered up. 
He has fallen down precipices, got 
mixed up on avalanches, and has 
been starved and frost bitten, but is 
still happy in risking bis loDely life.
