Coos Day Waking Up.

From the Evening Telegram.
Coos Bay and tho adjacent region 

is, another coast locality in Oregon 
that is emerging from the mists that 
have so long kept it in obscurity. A 
“belt line” of rail road connecting 
Empire City, Marshfield and tho jetty 
at th3 mouth of the harbor is to be 
constructed at once, and this will of 
course be followed soon by a road 
crossing tho Coast Range into tho 
Umpqua or Rog-.io River Valley, 
making connection with the Southern 
or Central Oregon to some Eastern 
connection.

Coos Bay has already a tolerably 
good harbor, that cau and will be 
farther improved. It will never admit 
the largo ocean carriers, perhaps, but 
will safely receive coasters of large 
tonnage, and with railroad connection 
with the interior the development of 
that region will be, as compared with 
the past, very rapid.

The Coos Bay country is rich in 
timber, of which it has an almost un­
limited quantity, of fine quality; also 
in coal, of which mines are partly de 
veloped; and its rich bottom lands 
are exceedingly rich, producing the 
finest imaginable crops of grass, 
grains, vegetables and fruits, and 
making it, like Tillamook, to the ex­
tent of its improved lands, an excep­
tionally fine dairy region. The ship 
building industry, already not insig­
nificant, will develop into large pro 
portions.

Many of the people over there have 
been hibernating for a quarter of a 
century or more, but they will have 
to wake up. Coos Bay is too valuable 
a place to be longer overlooked.
