Accident to President Roose­
velt nnd Party.

Lenox, Mass., Sept.3—A terrible 
accident overtook the President’s 
coach a short distance from Pittsfield 
about 10 o'clock this morning. After 
a short visit to tho homo of ex Sen­
ator Dawes, the President started on 
the long drive to Lenox. He had not 
gone far when an electric car ran in­
to his vehicle, throwing every one to 
the ground nnd badly damaging the 
coach. Tho President received a cut 
on the head. Secretary Cortelyou 
was bruised and bis head cut. Gov 
ernor Crane wns bjuised. William 
Craig, Secret Service agent. was in­
stantly killed. D. J. Pratt, the driver 
of the coach, was badly injured but 
not killed.

Tho President at once directed that. 
Craig,s body be cared for and sent 
couriers ahead to prevent, cheering 
and lo announce that, ho would go at 
once to his train, which had been sent 
ahead to Stockbridge, The President 
stopped for a few moments at tho Ho 
tel Aspinwall, where the party was to 
have lunched, and made a brief an­
nouncement of tlie accident to the 
people who w.sre silently gathered on 
the steps. He alighted from the car­
riage and walked a few steps and was 
clearly under tho stress of great feel 
ing. Then h i retraced bis steps to 
the cnrriiige and turning said to the 
people:

“We have met with an accident. 
One of the party, a faithful friend, 
has been killed and our driver un­
doubtedly fatally injured. Under the 
circumstances, it is of course impos­
sible for me to say more to you than 
that I deeply appreciate your kindly 
greeting."
