Lnmanity. One thiog tunght is that
the welfare of a large number of peo
ple should pot be left to the care and
keeping of a man or corporation
whose sole interest in such persons is
snmmed up io the resalt of grinding
all the profit ont of their labor that
can ba lad.

Another lesson to be learned from
sirikes is, that publie safety, and that
of individuals, will oot be served as
long as these great corporations are
permitted to bold the resources which
vatare has supplied, and use them for
private purposes, when they were
designed for the beuefit of all,

Look back tbrough a period of
forty years, and see what Lias been the
result of busivess uuder the present
system. It hus been failures, strikes,
striugoncy of money, hard times, no
work, starvation and all the pttendant
curses of a blind, conteutions, greedy
gystem, wherein conditivns grow
worse continually instead of better,
aod we are promised nothing better
until the accnmulations of these
trusts pile nup and topple over bring-
ing world wide disaster in the ruin
that must follow,

From whenca comes the right, of
corporations and trusts, to acquire the
resources of g country, or of the world,
aod use them to the disadvantage of
the citizens of that country or of the
world; to witbhold the means of sub-
vistence and force men and wolen,
through the pangs of houger or the
discomforts of cold, to do their will
and heap weallh into their coffers at
the expense of toil, virtue, manhood,
intelligence, life itself and all that a
man or woman shounld hold dear.

Justice must sit, sooner or later,
and it is lime to quit ohasing pban
toms, The present trend ias evil; peace
and prosperity eannot spring out of
contention all the people must own
ull the resources and all the weans
of production and distribution before
justice can sproad bor peaceful wings
over the nation and give ropose to
the people,

Amn Old Story Repeated.

From the Evening Telegram.

Accordiugto a story from Pittsburg,
John Brislin, 75 years old and totally
blind, has secured jndgment sgainst
the Carnegie Steel Company on ac-
conut of & pateut that he and another
workman invented, and that the
Carnegie Company appropriated.
Throogh over-confidence in their em-
ployers, or neglect sufficiently to pro-
tect their own interests, the workmen
found themselves, as inventors so
often are— though not so often now
as formerly—"euchred out of their
invention and the profits justly duoe
tbem therefrom. About five years
ago Brislin brooght a suit for in-
fringment of patent, and has flnally
won it in the District Court, his part-
ner having in the meantime died.
His attorneys say that if the court’s
decision is sustained by the Appel-
late Court, Brislin will be entitled to
not Jess thao 5,000,000 in royalties
that the company has wrongfully ap-
propriated. The old mun naturally
was groatly rejoiced when be heard
of the decision. He worked at his
trade for 40 years, beginning when a
boy, at 12 cents a day, aod finually
earning 11 a day. Then he began
demanding his rights regarding his
invention, and has expended every-
thing he had 1o the five years’ litiga-
tion. He s three score and fifteen
years old, blind, and practically a
paunper, and yet the court says this
great company has robbed him of
rights of a probable money value of
$5,000,000,

The story is told here as it comes
from a Pittsburg dispateh to a New
York paper. If true what a com-
mentary it furnishes on Mr, Carnegie's
and Mr. Morgan’s great deeds of
chanty. They can give millions to
colleges and to found libraries, yet
they fight this poor, blind old mwan
for five years in the courts lo prevent
him from seeuring bis right, and after
baving made £5,000,000 out of his in-
vention, the work of his brain and
baod, would let bim starve to death.
