Thia
cottutry can exist without Morgan,
bk to Jeave it after wbat it has done
for him, but proves that his cluse
huve no patriouiem, oo love of conntry
and oo God but money. They are a
sawp.e of congeutrated, impact selfish-
ness,

The following statement of Banker
Myron T. Herrick at the Bankers'
Convention st New Orleans carries a
thonght worlby of econsideration,
"“While we boast of ao increase of
$4.000,000,000 io baok deposits
throughout the country in the four
yoars last past, we are not unmind-
ful of the fact that duriug that period
the banks have shown no increase in
the amount of real tangible money
such as gold, silver and legal tenders.
The loans have kept pace with thia
abnormal growth in deposits. During
this period also we have become in-
debted in the way of temporary loans
abroad amountiog probably to $200,-
000,000 or more. Does not Lhis show
an nndue expansion in bank credits,
agd an overloading of the money
market with debts"? There were also
others present who viewed this con-
dition in the same light, and sooner
or later there may come a orash that
will cause paralysis, to business that
will be far-reaching and dire in its
effoct.

Oregen Rivers and Harbors.

From the Evening Telegram.

It may be ioteresting to condense
into a brief statement the situnation as
to Oregon River and harbor improve-
ments, as set forth in the recent re-
port of Colonel Gillespie, the ehief of
the government Engineers. The
amount expended up to Juna30, 1902,
on the mouth of the Columbia River
is $2,202,227. Little work bas been
done this year, except in preparation
for work next Spring. The available
balacce is $520,209, and $550,000
more is considered necessary for next
yoar's work. On the rivers between
Portland and the sea il is estimated
$2.796.800 will be needed, of which
$226,000 was appropriated last June,
and there is an available bslance of
$249,772. Up to the date mentioned
the channel between Portland and
Astoria bas been increased five feet,
and the work to be done during the
pext two or three years will increase
it mueh more. Baut little work bas
been done in two years on the Wil
lamette above Portland, but the chan-
nel has been somewhat improved, and
there is a balance of $8.070 on hand
for further work. On the Columbia
between Vancouver and the
mouth of the Willamette $107,763
bas been expended, and the channel
on the bar near the head of Hayden
Island has been deepened about one
foot. The estimate for the canal and
locks between the Dalles and Celilo
is $3.969,371, but the prospect for
that work is as yet considerably
clouded, but earnest work on the part
of Oregon, Wasbington and Idabo
members of Congreas should get that
project under way in 8 year or two.
On tbe Upper Coluwmbia and Soake
Rivers $289.322 has been expeuded,
and the expenditure of $38,000 in two
years is contemplated. Work on the
mouth of the Coquille has resulted in
a straight cbaonel of about six feet,
and on the entrance to Coos Bay in &
straight cbaonel of from eigbteen to
twenty-two feet. On the mouth of
the Sivslaw $161,700 bas been ex-
pended, which has aided in making a
chaonel of seven and one-half feet.
On Tillamook Bay $72,928 has been
expended, with excellent results, and
farther work 18 recommenfled. On
Yaquioa Bay $690,000 has been ex
pended, and tbe work is considered
practically completed, makiog a chan-
oel of about thirteen feet.

Ruilroad, had a picturesque escape
from death pear the Guoatemalan vol
cano, Santa Maria, At the first sign
of serious daoger. Mr. Meyer ordered
that his private car be coupled to the
most powerful engine in the place,
and that the train be beld in readiness
for departore at 8 moment’s ootice,
When the rain of stone, sand and
ashes became thick and heavy, threat-
ening death to all the inbabitants of
the region, he ordered his engineer
to ruo at full speed to Chumperico,

The steamer Amassis, which arrived
here with the above information, re
ports that she was boarded at Cham-

perico by agents of the Kosmos and
other lines, and that they reported
the loss of life was estimated at 10,000
aud it was reported that 256 pueblos
or Indian villages were ruined, At
Champerico there were many refogees
desiring to leave the conotry. The
refugees consisted mostly of the

HMeredity and Drink.

Far worse than the effert of strong
drink upon the man himself is its ef-
fect upon his posterity. A writer
gives a striking illustration of this.
He says:

" A specialist in ehildrev's diseases,
who has for twelve years been care
fully noticing the difference between
twelve families of drivkers snd twelve
families of temperate ones, reporte
that he fonnd tbe twelve driukiog
fumilies produced in those years fifty
seven children and the tomperates
sixty-one. Of the drinkera, twenty
five children died in the first week of
life, as against six on the other side.
Among the children of the drionkers
were five wbho were idiots; five, so
stuoted in growth as to be reully
dwarls; five when older, became ep
ileptics; one, a boy, had grave chorea,
endiog in idocy; five more were dis-
eased and deformed, aud twou of tLe
epileptics became by icheritance
drinkers. Ten only of the fifiy-seven
were normal in body and mind. On
the part of the sixty oue of the tem
perates, two only showed ivherited
nervous weakness, while four in later
years of childbool had curable nerv-
ous diseases, and fifty were in every
way souod in body and mind. There
could scarcely be & more conclusive
demoostration in favor of abstivaoce
from utoxicants on the part of those
who assume the respousibility of
parentage.—Iiam's Horn.

A Sorrowful Tale.

Some time ago the citizens of To
ronto were shocked by the aceident
resulting in the death of an iotoxi-
cated man who fell over the stairway
railings io the new- City Hall, striking
his head ou the pavement below. An
evening paper recently reports tha
wife uf the uufortunate man as being
found in acondition of pitiful poverty
and almost incredible want.
