The Kadiak bear finds no trouble In
getting all the food he wamts dur!l'",
the berry season and during the run of
tire varions kinds. of salimon, which
lasts frgm June uytl] October. At this
peridd he fattens up, and upon this fat
Le lives throngh his long winter sleep.
When He wakes in the spring, he Is
very weak and hardly able to move, so
his first alm I& to. tecover the use of |
his legs, THis he does by taking short
walks when the weather is pleasant,
returning te his den every night. This
light exercise lasts for a wedk or so,
when be sets out to seck, upon the’
beach kelp, which acts as a purge. He
now lves upor roots, prigeipally of the
salmon berry bush, and later nibbles
the young grass, These “carry bhim
alomg untt ghe salmon arvive, when he
becomes exclusively a fish enter until
the berries are ripe. I have been told
by the natives that just before be goes
into his den he eats berries only, and
his stomach {s now se filed with fat
that he really eats but Iirtle.

The time when the bears go lnto wlu
ter qusrls r& depends upon the severity
of the season. Goenerally speaking, it
Is in early November, shortly after the
cold weatuer las set In.. Most bears
gleep upluterruptedly untll spring, but
occasionally they sare found wandering
About in midwinter, My natives seew-
ed to think that ouly those bears which
bave found nbcomfortadle quarters are
restless and tllat they leave their dens
at- this tlwe "ot the-year only for the
purpose of finding better ones.

HINTS FOR FARMERS

The Muraiag Mash.

The majority of poultry keepers ad
vocate the morning mash, but after con
sidergble experimenting 1 have come to
the conclusion that the best time to
feed the mash Is at moon. If the bheus
are given all the mash they will eat of
even a balf feed of It in the morulng,
they will seek the warmest corner of
the poultry house and sit idle for the
greater part of the morning. A bhen
that Is not made to work for the great
er part of ber livimg will never he a
prolifie layer,

The principal objection to feeding the
maslr at night Is that It §igests too
quickly, thus oot furnishivg as muach
warmth to the fowl as the whole grain
Another objection Is that beginners are
apt to think that & ben may be fed
all the mash sbe can eat In the evenlng
with safety, This Is wrong, as the
hens do not exerclse ln eating soft feed,
und therefore on golng to roost with a
full erop they have got the greater part
of thelr dally ration without working
for it,

But If the mash Is fed at noon a very
little should be given: also the morning
feed should be light, with a full feed
of whole gralu at night.  The following
manner of feeding has proved very sat-
Isfactory with me this winter: After
the bhens bhave gone to roost | scatter
whelde grain tn the ltter and rake it o
with an iron rake., | use egqual parts
by measurement of cracked corn, Wheat
and odals for this feed and give one
handful to every three hens. At noon
give a mash of equul parts of ground

grain and cut clover or vegetables, Glve.

aboul one quart of the mash, after it
lis been mixed with water, to fifteen
hens, At plght give mixed gralus, as
in the morning, only give a full band-
ful 1o each fowl. Under this method
of feeding the fowls are kept hungry

continually seratehing through the day
for some stray grain. 1 belleve that
'H'hg-n- Is more danger of overfeeding
‘thim ‘underfeeding fowls, especially

As for durability, if
it is properly made there is no toor
that is equal to the cement. [f rightly
laid and good material Is used, the
floor that Is made is of the nature of
stone and even wore lasting than sowe
stone,

Liguid Manure.

In saving manure wmore attention
ghould be paid to the liguid excretions,
which are generally wasted. This can
be done by having plenty of bedding or
by the use of absorbents, such as land
plaster or peat. That most avallable
on wost farms s damaged straw or
Pound for pound or ten for ton,
the liquid ‘is more than twice as valua-
ble as the solld mapure, and the valoe
of both combined is often worth more
thanu the milk of the cow that makes
it. While this is generally true, the
constituents of both liquid and solid
manures vary with the feed and the in.
dividuality of the animal.

Potatoes In Oklahoma.

A writer In the 9Qklahoma Farm
Journal says that In Pottawatomle
county, Okla., where no potatoes were
grown for market until last year, the
farmers will put In next year not less
than 5,000 acres. Oune farmer In that
county this year received 35000 for
the potatoes grown on ffty acres, hav-
ing grown both a spring and a full
crop.
