BRIEF REVIEW.

Canada’s Game Fields.

To one who knows what the vast
solitudes of Northern Canada really
mean the dread of game extermination
seems rather uncalled for, says the Out-
ing. The latest census of Labrador
gives it a population of one man to
every thirty-five square miles. This
can hardly be called an inconvenient
crowding. There are almost as many
persons in a single East Side New York
block as there are in the whole of La-
brador. Why should game become ex-
tinet in this region? 1 must confess I
can see no reason why the caribou and
the bear and the other animals should
not live out their lives just as they have
always done. The number killed by
man must surely be quite insignificant,
The same conditions obtain in North-
ern Ountario, the greater part of the
Northwest Territory and a very large
part of British Columbia. The date is
far distant when there will not be suffi-
clent game to spare for the sportsman
who is content to take the bitter with
the sweet and leave behind the luxuri-
ousness of the fashionable resort.

Antitoxin's Value.

Thierry and Bertail recently reported
au epidemic of diphtheria in and near
Argenteuil, France. On July 2, 1900, a
patient with diphtheria arrived from
Dijon. Up to March 9, 1902, seventy-
nine cases o! diphtheria had occurred.
All the patients received from 10 to 20
cubie centimeters of antitoxin, when
first seen, and in many cases this was
repeated lo a day or two. Of the sev-
enty-nine cases but two died, and one
of these was the original patient from
Dijon. BSlight paralysisoceurred in but
four cases. The case histories of all

seventy-nine patients are given in de-

tail. These results show the great effi-
eacy of anti-diphiberitic seruia.

THIEVES PETTY AND STUPID

Modern lavention Has Driven Out
the Crafiy Kind.

“The people who nowadays give the
detectives most trouble are the mem-
Lers of that vast horde of petty thieves,
both white and black, that infest every
great city,” said one of the most effi-
cient detectives of the Washington de-
partment. “The days of mammoth bur-
glaries, dismond robberies and bril
lant thieving operations have passed,
perhaps mever to return, and instead
of the really shrewd, calculating and
bold thief of half a century ago we
bave today a mob of petty pliferers,
who are far from one-tenth
part of the brains and wit of the old
time thief, but manage nevertheless to
give the police a vast deal of trouble.

“The progress of invention has put
the shrewd thief and burglar out of
business. Bay, for example, a man
steals several thousand dollars. Very
well. The moment he does so be real-
izes that in order to retain his il gotten
guins he must leave the scene of the
crime, reallzsing that he I8 In nowise
prepared to cope with modern detec-
tive and police methods. Probably be-
fore he leaves the city telegrams and
telephone messages have preceded him
to the cities of tiw United Btates and
Canada, and be {s nabbed the moment
he reaches his destination. But sup-
posing that he esapes all these traps
and reaches some foreign country—
why, he Is simply In as bad a plight
there as he was before leaving home.
Nowadnys there |s hardly a govern-
ment or country with which the United
States has not entered Into an under-
standing whereby criminals are caught
and returned, and what few and far
distant states with which our govern-
ment has falled to draw up any such
arrangement can be very easily man-
aged in case Uncle Bam wants to get
any of his missing children back.

“The result is that no really bright
or shrewd person would think of un-
dertaking a job of burglary or stealing
In this age. None but the desperately
poor, the degenerates, morphine users,
the submerged tenth, so to speak, now-
adays practice stealing. They are too
stupld to realize the danger of such a
course and plinge headlong Into a ea-
reer that must sooner or later land
them behind the bars.”—Washington
I"ost.

Savy In Need of Young Surgeons.

There is a great demand In the pary
bor young medical officers. The need of
wsslstant surgeons in the medical corps
& very great, there being at the pres
ent time twenty-seven vacancies in
that grade. Burgeon General Rizey ia
trying to attract young medical men
Into this service. He !s pow in the
south inspocting a hospital at Pensa-
cola. He | ends addressing several
medical colleges and calling to the at-
tention of the students the desirability
of a naval career. Not long ago be de-
livered an address at the Jefferson
Medical college, in which he dwelt up-
on the opportunities for young medical
graduates lo the navy.

The work to be performed by the
medical corps In the navy ls growing
every year. The authorized strength
of the navy now Is about 38000 and
within the next six years will probably
reach 50,000, The enlistments and re-
enlistments require the constant at-
tendance of surgeons to make physical
examinations, and besides this routine
work there are fourteen paval hos-
pitals, with naval statlons, navy yards
and recelving ships, where the services
of members of the medical corps are
needed.

Applicants for admission Into this
branch of the service must be between
twenty-one and thirty years of age,
physically sound, of good high school
education and master of their profes-
slon to a degree that would Insure a
succeasful career in elvil life.—Phila-
delphia Press.

The period in which Morrls worked lay
between the years 1856 and 1806, Thus
the Influence of Willlam Morris was
s0 recent as to be almost present with
us today, and It is not too much to say
that not a line of wail paper Is manu-
factured In this country or in England
that does not show marked traces of
his taste and originality.
