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Denths on the Railroad.

Railroad accidenta bave alarmiogly
increased during recent years—es-
pecially within the last year or two.
The Scientific American recently
called attention to the fact that rail-
road eompanies seem to place acheap
estimate on human life, and this view
seems to be justified by a Govern-
went “Aceident Buolletin” just issned,
It stutes that the number of passen-
gers killed in train accidents during
the montbs of October, November and
December, 1902, was 226, and of in
jured, 2788. Accidents of other kinds,
ineluding those sustained by employes
while at work, and passengers getting
oo and off ears, ete., bring the total
number of casunalities np to 12,811,
Of thege 938 were killed and 11,873
injured; from which it will be seen
that at the elose of last year oor rail-
ronds were killiug people at the rate
of 3752 per year, and disabliog
them at the rate of 47492, a
rate of 51,244 deaths and injuries in
4 siogle 12 months! Now, as the Sci
ontitie American rays, these figures
are sufliciently sbocking in them-
selves: but Lheir meaniog can be bet-
ter appreciated if they are compared
with the casnalties in some specified
instances of the universally-sdmitted
“horrors of war.,” Duriog tbe whole
of the Boer War, which lasted about
three years, the tolal number of
casualties (killed, wounded, died of
disease, and 1nvalided bome) in the
in the British army was 27732, of
whom 5727 were killed in metion.
The Boer loss, if the number of pris-
ooers taken are excluded, were not so
vomerous as those of the British; bue
even if it ve ullowed thut they were
apprgximately equal, it 18 found that
the wbole number of casuslties of
British and Boers throughout the
three years, was ouly abont equal to
the total number of railroad casnalties
iu the Uritea States, supposing, that
is, tbat the rate shown in the last
three mooths of last year were to pre-
vail for the whole year. Judging
from the daily record of accidents
dnring the first three month of 1908,
thin rate bas not only been sustained,
but has greatly increased,
These figores jostify the press of
the county in suggesting to railroad
managers the property of exercising
greater care and caution in earryiog
their passengers.— Telegram.
