This company is not antborized or
licepsed to transaet business in Ore-
goo, peither is it licensed by the In-
snrapce Department of the State of
Illinois or of any other state, so far
ss can be ascertaived, and is what is
known as 8 “wild esat” insurance com-
pany.

In soliciting insurance in this State,
it is violating 'he laws which bLave
been enacted for the proteetion of the
interests of abe ipsuriog pubhe to
secure ‘to<tle. people insarance in

yide available and convenient methods
for enforciog the payment of claims
aod tbe fulfillment of contracts and to
require’ from the companies their
jnet measure of the reveune required
for State purposes.

The insurstée laws of this Btate
puositively probibit any fire 10snrance

state from doing business herein no-
til it makes the requeite deposit and
complies with certain statotory re-
quirements, aod also provide that it
shall be nolawful for any insorance
ecompgoy or association to write, pluce,
or canse to be written or placed any
poliey or contract for indemnity for
insnrance on property sitoated or
located in the State of Oregon, except
through or by the duly anthorized
agents residing and doing buosiness
withio the State.

Thbe requirements of the laws of
this State are not so onerous or so ex-
pensive as to deter any solvent, honest
company from complyiog. W heo a
compaoy ondertakes to do business
in this State saurreptitionsly, in viola-
tion of law and without submitting to
its obhigations, it is a justifiable con-
clusion that it is either too disLonest
to willingly suobmit to ite require-
ments, or is in an insolvent finaucial
condition. In the event of loss or the
rofusal of such a company to pay the
holder of a pglicy, ke would be com-
pelled to fgo to the State where it 18
located to bring suit and eollect
judgment, Il also, for any reason,
phe sbould desire to cancel his policy
in an wunaathcrized cowpany, he
would have no means of compelling
the retura of unearned premiums. In
short, be is onprotected by any laws
of this State. In the case of a licensed
company, a poliey holder has the se
curity of the deposit made by them
and can secure service, in case of suit,
gpoa the resident general agent of
the company.

The only possible exense that can
be offered for placiog iosarance in
tbis class of companied is a8 possible
lower rate. This, however, consider-
ing the ¢hances of recovery in ease of
loss, is certainly ‘‘penny wise and
pound foolish.”

The published reports of thian De-
partment are always available for in
formation concerning companies
licensed to do business in Oregoo
and, in the ioterest of the insuring
public and tbe legilimate aunthorized
insurauce companies wbo are licensed
to do bosiness 1 the State and con-
tribute to its revenues, I respectfully
ask the co-operation of all the ageots
in enforcing the laws, by placing 10-
surance only in regularly licensed
compuanies.
