Two Women InstantlyKilled
at Daniel’'s Creek.

A frightful accident ocenred on the
Daniel’s Creek | jgging railrvad abont

which Mrs. W. C. Bickford and Mrs.
0, E. Gipsoo were instautly killed
nnder the wheels of the loggiog train.
The story of the accident, a8 told by
eye-witbesses, in as follows:
The unfortunste ladies, in rotnpany
with Miss Bertha Smith, had boarded
the train at Kiog's camp to nde down
to the river, abont 5 miles. The traio
was Joaded with logs, and bad stopped
at the platform, which is on a level
with the topof tbe trucks,
Mrs. Gipson and Miss Smith had
boarded the truck nearest the engine,
while Mrs. Bickford got on the pilot
of the engine, which was headed
toward the load.
As the engine labored in starting,
some dirty water and soot was thrown
opon the ladies, and as the train was
moving very slowly, they stepped off
and npon the platform to get on a
trnek farther back. Mise Smith
stepped aboardall right, bat wheo the
t+0 older ladies stepped on the track,
one of them lost her balance and
seized bold of the other to steady
hersel!, with the result that both fell
to the track bLelow, and befors the
train conld be stopped or anything
could be dene to assist them, the un-
fortupate ladies had been crushed
down, and the first wheel of the truck
passed over them, the second stoppiug
on their bodies, both being instantly
killed.
There wera four logs on the truck,
and it took some time to raise the car
aod release the mangled forms of the
two unfortunate victima,
Miss Smith had a narrow eseape,
as she was seized by oneof the falling
ladies, but Chas. Kern, who was also
on the trock, be!d ber from falling.
W. C. Bickford, the husband of one
of the nofortunate women, was eogi-
peer on the train. As he was on the
opposite side of the cab, be did not
know that they were getting off the
trrio or on sgain, and he saw nothing
ot the accident.—Coast Mail.
