The Ntrength of Gun Steel.

There is going oo at the present
time a steady advance in the strength
of the metal nsed in guos, says Jobn
F. Meigs io the Scientific American’s
Speeial Number on Iron and Steel.
The elastic strength of metal now
commonly used in larger guus is
about 50,000 pounds per square inch,
und in the smaller guns it runs as
High as 75,000 pounds per square
ineh. This, however, is used only as
an additional margino of safety, largely
because the recoil of gnons when fired
is so great pow, and the reaction
theroeby set up in the carriage is so
severe that nothing would be gained
by lightening the gno. Lightening
the gun would only mean putting ad-
ditional weight, and perbaps a weight
greater than that saved, in the gnn-
carriage and fouodation, Many are
of the opinion that the advance in the
strength of gno steel should be pushed
further, bat it wonld be bard to do
this withont lowering to some extent
the elongation asked for in the meta!
at ruptare. This now rups io the
neighborbool of 18 to 25 per cent,
and it could wisely be lowered for the
sake of gaining a harder and stronger
metal, becanse the entire operation of
the gun is within its elastie hmit.
When it moves outside of thisand be-
comes permanently enlarged, a com-
paratively slight enlargement would
give warning, and the gun wonld be
laid aside and not nsed any more,
