NynopMi» of latrai Option Law

of 
or

In order that tbe voters may under­
stand the workings of the proposed 
local option law on which they are to 
vole, Juno 6, we publish tbe follow­
ing abridgement of the law:

If passed, this law will not close a 
saloon in tbe state. It will secure to 
any community desiring the saloons, 
freedom to have them; it will make it 
possible for communities not desiring 
them, to expel them.

NYNOI'Sls of TIIK I. A IV.
Whenever at least ten per cent 

tbe voters of oue precinct, two
more contiguous precincts, or an eu- 
tire county shall present a petition to 
the county clerk for an election to de­
termine whether tbe sale of intoxica­
ting liquors shall be forbidden in such 
territory, tbe clerk shall or er ho 
election in such territory.

The election after this year shall be 
held on th - tir-t Mon-lay iu June. 
I bis year one may be had on Tiles 
•lay aft* r tbe first Monday in Nevem 
l»er. Petitions mllst be til. d not less 
that! thirty days or more than ninety 
days before the election.

Challengers of votes shall be grant­
ed, one to tbo e favoring tbe petition 
ami one to those opposing it, by the 
judges of election. These challengers 
may not only challenge vote-, but also 
be present wlipu the vote is counted.

On th« tenth day after election, or 
sooner if returns are iu, tbe county 
clerk assisted by two justices of the 
peuce sbitii open th« returns aud re­
port to the county court. If a major­
ity of votes in the county as a whole, 
in any subdivisions or precincts are 
for prohibition tbe county court shall 
iorbtd all sale of inloxicauts, except 
ns hereafter provided, until tbe leagal 
voters of a regular election shall de­
cide otherwise. If tbe county as a 
whole votes against prohibition, the 
precincts in which the majority were 
for prohibition shall be prohibition 
territory.

This does not prohibit tbe sale of 
pure alchol for scientific and manti- 
fartm ’ ng purposes, or w ines for sac­
ramental purpose nor nlcholic stimu­
lants for medicine upon the written 

• |>i'p»cription of a regular practicing 
physician.

If an election results in prohibition 
the question cannot be resubmitted 
for two years.

When prohibition has been canoed 
at an election bold for an enure 
county, t*o election shall be held in 
any precinct or subdivision of a 
county as a whole.

The same holds true for subdivis­
ions of a county.

Penalties are tines from f50 to 
J »'KI, an 1 impri-onmeut from 10 to 30 
days.

If liquor dealers fire compelled by 
tbe win sings of tins law to close their 
places of buisiiess before the expira­
tion of their licenses, a proportionate 
amount of their liceuso fen sbnll be 
returned.

It does 
not appear why they were unable Io 
remove the oilier», or wdieiein there 
was inability to take the ship iu tow, 
er to treat it us prizes ure usually 
treated.

From whut the world now under­
stands about the temper of the Japa­
nese soldier, it is t ot surprising tLal 
tho-e aboard the Kinsbiti Maru were 
detiHUt even to the ext- nt of foolhard­
iness. Neveithelesa there does not 
appear any w arrant for drowning men 
like rats because they are brave. It 
may be urged ibat in naval warfare 
there have Leon other instances smacl - 
tng as strongly of barbaric vengeance 
as this, but justiliciition is just as far 
removed. There is nothing iu the de 
liberate murder of helpless men that 
appeals Io the world at large as enti­
tled to respect; on tbe contrary, it is 
to be accorded nothing but tbe sever 
est condemnation. It is refreshing 
even to.bave a reasonable supposition 
tbut the sinking of this Japanese 
transport is censored by the Czar. 
From tbe world’s estimate of tbe pii- 
vate character of this ruler, bis re­
ported att tnde is what might be rea- 
sonal ly expected.
