Man Disappeare at Elk River.

Last Snnday forenoon, Eli Bagley 
disappeared from bis home on Elk 
River, aud up to the time of going to 
press, his whereabouts are shrouded 
io the deepest mystery. As near as 
we cau learn tie particulars are as 
follows:

Shortly after the rooming meal Mr. 
Bagley took bis fishing pole and 
starting down to the river remarked 
that be was going to try Io catch some 
fish, and that bo would be back in 
time for dinner; aft«r going a short 
ways be carue on to Will Johnson 
who had just killed a deer on the 
river bar, aud joked with him about 
the smallness of bis game,apparently 
in the best of humor, and repented 
that be would fish a short time, and 
return by 12 o'clock; but for some 
mason yet to l e found out, lie has not 
been seen or beard from since, though 
a most diligent search has been insti­
gated. Yesterday fully thirty men 
scoured the woods in every direction, 
and examined the river as closely as 
possible, but without results. The 
recent rains have raised the river 
some 21 feet, and the muddy water 
makes it difficult to thoroughly search 
the deep holes. At first the general 
opinion prevailed that he was drowned 
but now ,lie belief seems to he grow­
ing that he met with foul play. Mr.

The Lewis and Clark Centennial 
Exposition Company offers for sale at 
the price of two dollars ($2.00) each. 
‘¿.'>,000 Souvenir Oold Doi lore. To each 
purchaser of five coins’will be given 
one coin free of charge, making six 
six for ten dolls. These coins are is­
sued by the Secretary of the Treasu­
ry, tinder authority of an act of Con­
gress, approved by President Roose­
velt, April 13, 1904. The issue is lim­
ited to 250,000.

These c ins are singularly interest 
ing from the fact that they have two 
beads or obverses. Ou one side is the 
bend of Captain William Clark and 
the words “Uuited States of America” 
and “One Dollar.” On the other side 
appear the bead of Captain Meri 
weather Lewis and the words “Lewis- 
Clark Exposition, Portland, Ore.” and 
the date “1904.” Thecoin has neither 
wreath nor stars.

Some estimate of the value of this 
small issue of souvenir legal tender 
gold dollar may he made from the 
present value of the ordinary United 
States gold dollar, of which there 
were coined 19.499,337 between the 
years 1849 aud 1890. These now sell 
for two dollars each.

No coins of this issue will be placed 
upon sale at a lower figure than is 
quoted in this circular All eoinB are 
sent to purchasers by registered mail 
at theexpenseof the Exposition Com­
pany.

Work still goes rapidly forward ou 
the Woolen Mill building, and it is 
beginning to show up in greater de­
gree as the work advances, and it will 
not bo long -now until the building 
will be in frame, providing favoral le 
weather continues.

Tuesday saw th« frame work begin 
to rise, and it baa been steadily pro­
gressing since that timenud shows up 
to better advantage than it did when 
lying in piles upon the wharf. The 
main structure will be 104 feet in 
length, and 66 feet’in width; it will 
be two stories high and hnvean attic 
above. The L part «ill be G0x6(J feet, 
and two stories high.

If weather conditions are favorable 
it is proposed to have the entire 
structure under cover by the latter 
part of November, and io have part of 
the machinery rnurjing by the latter! 
pnrt of January next, the whole mill ■ 
in working order by the first of 
March.

It will not be many days hence un­
til the machinery will begin to arrive 
as it has been some twelve days now 
since it started from Rochester, Minn. 
It was shipped by way of Seattle to 
San Francisco, and will be shipped 
from thence here on the steamer Chi­
co, her owners having agreed to trans­
port it, from San Francisco to Ban­
don. free of charge, besides taking a 
thousand dollars in stock in the mil).

By the time the Chico goes to San 
Francisco aud then makes another 
trip, the freight should be there so 
that the second time she returns hero, 
sbeshonld have part of the machinery 
aboard.

\Vh''ti the mill is completed. Ban­
don will have one of the finest mills 
on the Pacific coast, and she will have 
cause for an honest pride in the 
thought that she hail men of netvo 
and energy and business capacity suf 
fici«ut to bring about this industry.

Only four per­
sona were saved ont of the entire crew of 
250 officers and men.

A darini! plot contemplating’ the delivery 
of the inmates of the Portland jail was 
fraetrated by the confession of Martin Lea- 
sia.

Twenty-five patron« of a New York saloon 
died.in two weeks. Exaifiinalion of liqtaor 
indicates the presence of wood alcohol.

Twenty persons have disappeared iu Port­
laud since September 1st,*of whom thepolice 
have found no trace.

The coast of Honduras on the Guif of 
Mexico was swept by a severe storm lastAiu 
three days

Floods in.New Mexico have caused mucL 
damage.

Wbdxbsdat. Oct. 12.
The Japanese atilt maintain their position 

in the face of Kuropatkin bavin«’ assumed 
the offensive, and a general Japanese ad­
vance ia reported along ihe entire 
towards Mukden.

The telephone pirla of Portland 
formed a union and gone’on a strike,
object to having to don toggery to fiuit the 
whims of the company. They prefer inde­
pendence in the style of their dress.

A big fraud has been uncovered whereby 
Chinese, !>y fake papers, aided thwir coun- 
trvipen into t-he United States for a price.

The Japanese captured the British steamer 
Fu Ping, belonging to the Chinese Engineer­
ing and Mining Co., loaded with munitions 
of war, trying to enter Port Arthur.

Martin Connelly whs run over and killed 
by a locomotive irt Anaconda, Montana,

The schooner Gottama arriving at San 
Francisco, reported sighting the remains of 
the wreck of the Kinaldu Maru, sunk by the 
Russians last April.

Thursday, Oct. 13.
The fourth day of the struggle near Muk­

den finds the Japanese in the advantage, 
and the Russian’s getting worsted.

AU three armies under Field Marshall 
Oyama make gains against the Russians, 
but it is not known where victory rests.

Ihe steamer Retvizan was reported punc­
tured above the water line by Japanese guns, 
but the Russians claim that no damage was 
sustained.

A check for $1,000 was found in the ruins 
of an old abandoned house at Portland. 
The certificate or deposit belonged to “Pant- 
zy” Patterson, an old man who was burned 
to death some months ago.

Senator Fairbanks ends his campaign tour 
today with a night address at Chicago.

China has come to Oregon for officers to 
drill her soldiers, and the proposition may 
be accepted.

Friday, Oct. 14.
Kuropatkin is beaten back and victory 

rests with the Japanese. The .Russians de­
fended their poaitionsjatubbornh*. but were 
overcome. They lost 1G guns which they 
were unable to regain from the Japanese.

The schooner Windsor was wrecked on 
Chatham beach, Mass., and all hands lost. 
There was one woman aboard and a crew of 
about eight.

The Baltic fleet has taken a cruise but the 
destination is unknown.

Saturday, Oct. 15.
News from the seat of war says that the

and wounded, besides many guns that were 
taken.

A mortar battery blew up at Fort Banka, 
Mans., resulting in the death of three men. 
The accident occurred during practice.

A freight train failed to take a siding at 
Pueblo, Colo., and a beadon collision oc 
curred in which 15 persons were hart. Two 
may die.

King George of Saxony is dead, and bis 
son Frederick Augustus ascends to thu ruler­
ship.

A woman was stamped to death by a pet 
bull at Allegheny, Fa. She had raised the 
animal and was in the act of placing a chain 
upon its neck when it knocked herdown and
