Not that 
they could not re-learn it, not that 
they coiil’l not be made into good sol­
diers, nor tLiit among them, in time, 
might arise a new Tamerlane or 

i (xhengis Kahn; but they »brewdly 
1 perceive that to tii themvelves for war, 
and to tight p-rhap. ac uubioatiou of 
all Europe, would require a vast out­
lay and tremendous sacrifices; and 
they probably reason also tha’ before 
they could do this, war wifi be Out of 
date; that na'ions will sc] lorn, if ever, 
go to war again Th»y ttust, too, to 
the increasing spirit of tolerance aud 
fraternalinu a u mg naiio n, ns well as 
to tliu rivalries between E iropean 
uations, to protect th«m from annibi 
lation anl disintegration Alien ly 
the Unit-1 States and E iglati 1 stan I 
outspokenly for lhe integrity of China. 
The tuitions of E irnpe, once the bear’s 
claws are extract« I from Manchuria, 
must let China alone, _So, why should 
China span I billions of money in pre­
paring for an improtiahle an 1 nnnec- 
essnry war! She is wise to bend her 
awakened ideas »nd energies in other 
directions.

Tin« awakening of the Chinese 
comes at the right time amt in the 
right way. They are building rail 
roads instead of liattlesbips. A net 
work of railroads from different points 
on th» sea coast ,into the interior, is 
under construction, planned, or con­
ceived of, and railroads mean an abso 
lutely new life for China. They are 

i new arteries, an I the blood that will 
till them is in process of formation.

Now has coma the time to conver' 
the Chinese from a people buying mid 
consuming but little of our products, 
to a people bnying and using much. 
To do this they must produce more 
themselves, and find a market abroad 
for their surplus piodncis, aud (lie re­
sources of that vast empire, with its 
hundreds of millions of people, are 
I oiiudleHs.—Oregon Jonrual.
