In baking bread it is better to overdo 
rather than underdo the work.

'I'o make a good <lig<‘stibh* pie crust 
us»* cream instead of lard, and it w ill 
in* light and healthful.

If then* is not batter enough to till 
tin* gem pan. put cold water in the 
e:ii|»iy spuce before setting 
t he oven.

The rich cheeses, which 
largest percentage ef fat,
which blend well with bread in sand 
w ¡dies or with macaroni or rice.

i’or a quick cake beat until thick 
four eggs. Add four tablesnoonfuls of 
sugar, half a cup of flour, a little cin­
namon and hnnon rind. Real well and 
spread on a baking pan. Bake in quick 
oxen and cut at once.

Sweet potatoes are much richer twice 
cooked. Baked or boiled llier<‘l\. this 
vegetable Is good, but when tin* bak­
ing or boiling is followed by a subse­
quent cooking in the pan or in the 
oven they me far better.

A tine chet‘se (»lidding is made by 
grating live oiiu<‘es of bread mid three 
of i hecse. Warm two ounces of butler 
in a <|iiart<*r of a pint of fresh milk mid 
mix thoroughly.

I'tsiple who have glass wiudows In 
tin it' homes do not know that the glass 
contains enough arsenic to make 
deadly poison, t.lassmaki-rs say 
the windows of an ordinary home 
tu in enough of tliis poison to kill a
imeiit of men. The popular siqqs.sIHon 
that glass is uiade.of sand is a correct 
one, Imt a quantity of otlier articles en 
tel s into Ils composition.

W indow glass factories are divided 
into l\ o departments, a tankhouse aud 
a pothouse. Tiie process of glassmak- 
fug In oik* of th. se departments is prac­
tically the same as in Hie other. In the 
tankhouse the glass is all melted In im­
mense tanks which will hold thou­
sands of tons. In the pothouse the 
glass is made In pots.

After tiie til- s are lighted mid a tank 
Is heated the glass mixture Is shoveled 
ill. It Includes glass left over front the 
former season, glass refuse, saud and 
salt eake. Arsenic Is not used in the 
tihikhonse for the reason that the heat 
is so intense that the drug is volatilized 
mid escapes into tiie air without enter­
ing tiie mixture.

When the sheets are taken from tbe 
flattening ovens, they are covered with 
a greasy, dirty looking coat of chem­
icals soda, potash, sllicntes of the dif 
ferent suits, etc. which must be re­
moved. mid for this purpose the rough 
sheets are placed ill an Held Imth com 
posed of hydrochloric and sulphuric 
iiciils more or less diluted. After their 
Imnieislon in lids bath tin- sheets are 
taken io the i-iittlng room, where work­
men cut them into sizes mid make 
tin-m ready lor the packers. Hardly a 
scrap of tiie glass except the rough 
edges is wasted.
