It is estimated that there is ten

billion feet of merchantable timber in [ 
Coos County, The timber growth 
con-ist» of fir—red, yellow and white, 
red and w bite cedar, spruce, bemloek, 
yew, myrtle, maple, asb, white aud 
live oak, alder, dogwood, madrone, 
cbittim, and numerous .mailer 
growths. Thousands of cords <f 
white cedar lire shipped from Bandon 1 
to San Francisco for the manufacture 
of matches. It sells for from «iG 50 to 
$7.00 a cord. It is also a valuable 
wood for finishing purpose« and «hip 
building. The myrtle is a lienutiful 
grained wood and t-.kesa magnificent 
polish, and is valuable fur furunure 
making.

There are numerous large sawmills 
in the vicinity of Bandon. At Park- 
ersbnrg, 7 miles up the river, the Co­
quille Mill & Tug Co. have a mill with 
a capacity of 40,000 feet daily. At 
Prosper, about three miles ftoui Bun- 
don, are the mills of tue Prosper Mill 
Co. and Carmon A Crites, each with 
a capacity uf 40.000 feet daily. Near 
towu are also located R. H. Rosa's 
sawmill, E. Dyer's sawmill. Hunt 
Bros.’ sawmill, Langwortby & Os­
borne’s sawmill. E.Dyer has a shin­
gle mill south of town, and the Ban­
don Manufacturing Co. is making a j 
specialty of white cedar shingles.

The principal timber resources of 
the county are on the Coquille river. 
During the first six months of the 
year more lumber was shipped over 
the bar at Bandon than was shipped 
from Coos Buy, the Umpqua. Sinslaw,
or Tillamook. December 1st the tug] 
Triumph towed four loaded vessels 
out on oue tide with a million and a 
quarter feet of lumber.

Adjacent tu Bandon is an unlimited 
supply of tind.er suitable for pulp 
and pap>r making, and a pulp and 
jmper mill will probably be built 
tiere.
