The Filag Fremont Unfurled.

Locked up in the vault of one of the
banks of Redding, Cal., is a flag that is
second in historle lmportance to Call
fornlans only to the Bear flag that Is
80 jealously guarded by Pacific coast
plonesrs,

The flag referred to Is the one that
General Fremont unfurled from the
summit of the Rocky mountalns in
1841, when he and his small party
were on thelr way to California before
the Mexlean war.

The banner Is the property of P. M.
Reardon, managing director of the Bul.
ly Bill mine at Delamar. It was given
to him a few years ago by Mrs, Fre-
mont herself, It wis made by her own
hands on the eve of her husband's
pathfinding expedition to the west,

The flag differs from the ordinary
emblem only In the fleld, on which s
wrought a large American eagle done
in embroidery of great delleacy and
beauty. About the eagle are clustered
the twenty-six stars that In 1841 rep
resented the states in the Unlon. On
the reverse side of the dag ls pinned a
sllk scarf bearing the inseription in
golden letters, “Rocky Mountajns,
1841." —Beattle Times,

Hallstones and Eggs.

It was supposed
by the Danlsh missionaries that they
had perished in the ranges of
mountains, but among the Laplanders
there were traditlona that they had
snfely reached the western coast and
settled there, now forming a civilized
community, wholly isolated from the
of the world. One of Nanseu's
voyuges was, In fact, directed to that
const In the hope of finding this col
He was not able to reach the
northern part of the coast, and the
mystery is therefore yet unsolved.

Another problem which perplexed the
last generation was the long extinet
pygmy race which centuries ago un
doubtedly inhabited the Tennessee
mountains Legends amorg the In
dians told of such a tribe of dwarfs,
who were supposed to be of more In
telligence than the red men. But these
legends were very hazy. A burylng
ground, however, actually was discoy
ered In the early part of the last cen
tury In which all of the skeletons were
of pygmy proportions.

Another curious matter which caused
muoch specenlntion In the sorly part of
the |ast century was the fate of the
colony of French emigres who fled to

were for the most part of noble blood
Marquises and counts earned their liv
lug In Wilmington as dancing masters
and even chefs, and thelr descendants
live there still.
