The Hobson Mania

Representative Hobson is no 
doubt a sincere patriot, but he has 
gone fairly daft over the prop­
osition that we will have a great war 
soon with Japan, and that unless we 
increase our navy very greatly and 
tapidly we will be most thorougly 
and ignominiously whipped. Mr. 
Hobson's point of view is that of a 
naval officer, which he was for years, 
and the importance of which posi­
tion he magnifies Of course there 
must be war to justify the exist­
ence of a great navy and a great 
many naval officers. Unless a war 
can be scared up once in a while, 
their occupation would dwindle in 
importance and interest. We need 
a great navy because we are to have 
a great war, is Hobson’s way of 
putting it, but what is really in the 
mind of him is the need of a big 
war i-o as to justify and exploit a 
g eat navy,

Japan is in no condition to go 
to war, even with a third ratepower, 
noi w ill be for years to come, for 
lack of money. Her resources are 
'iniited ami her power of borrowing 
is about exhausted. For a score 
of years, at least Japan will 
have her hands full with Korea, and 
Manchuria, and will have to keep 
her eyes on Russia and ( Ilina, Japan 
could no more afford to go to war 
with the United States than Hol­
land c.ould with Germany. Besides, 
there is and will not be any oc­
casion for war. Japan had to fight 
Russia for her very physical exist­
ence; but she isn’t going to war 
with any great nation on any slight 
pretexts. Hobson has a mania, and 
the expression of it is becoming tire 
some.—Journal.
