Above the zine ceiling a thin layer of
dry, fresh sawdust should be laid
smoothly, and a floor of matched pine
boards should be laid apon that and
thoroughly coated with melted pitch
This floor should slope a little
corner so as to draw the waste
from the ice there, and an 8 trap drain
should be laid from that to carry off
the water into the drain men
tioned.
